Background: The state’s nursing home reimbursement rate isBackground:Background:
set in statute--limits are placed on costs which can be
reimbursed. One such limit is placed on the Operations and
Administration (A&O) Cost Center; this limit is referred to
as the "85th percentile lid," meaning that any home’s total
A&O cost is limited to the cost of homes at the 85th
percentile of all nursing homes. An inflation factor is
applied to this lid.
