BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:4

Sec. 1. RCW 50.44.053 and 1985 ex.s . c 5 s 9 are each amended to5

read as follows:6

The term "reasonable assurance," as used in RCW 50.44.050, means a7

written, verbal, or implied agreement that the employee will perform8

services in the same capacity during the ensuing academic year or term9

as in the first academic year or term. A person shall not be deemed to10

be performing services "in the same capacity" unless those services are11

rendered under the same terms or conditions of employment in the12

ensuing year as in the first academic year or term. An offer of13

employment that is contingent on funding, enrollment, or program14

changes does not constitute a reasonable assurance of employment.15



NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. If any part of this act is found to be1

in conflict with federal requirements which are a prescribed condition2

to the allocation of federal funds to the state or the eligibility of3

employers in this state for federal unemployment tax credits, the4

conflicting part of this act is hereby declared to be inoperative5

solely to the extent of the conflict, and such finding or determination6

shall not affect the operation of the remainder of this act. The rules7

under this act shall meet federal requirements which are a necessary8

condition to the receipt of federal funds by the state or the granting9

of federal unemployment tax credits to employers in this state.10
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
