AN ACT Relating to penalties for littering; amending RCW 70.93.060,
70.93.070, and 70.95.240; and prescribing penalties.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 70.93.060 and 1983 ¢ 27 7 s 1 are each amended to read

as follows:

(1) No person shall throw, drop, deposit, discard, or otherwise
dispose of litter upon any public property in the state or upon private
property in this state not owned by him or in the waters of this state
whether from a vehicle or otherwise including but not limited to any
public highway, public park, beach, campground, forest land,
recreational area, trailer park, highway, road, street, or alley
except:

(b) Class 1 civil infraction as defined in RCW 7.80.120 plus the

cost of removal and disposing of the litter, if the person littered in

an_amount greater than one cubic foot

Sec. 2. RCW 70.93.070 and 1983 ¢ 27 7 s 2 are each amended to read
as follows:

The director shall prescribe the procedures for the collection of

Sec. 3. RCW 70.95.240 and 1969 ex.s. ¢ 134 s 24 are each amended
to read as follows:
After the adoption of regulations or ordinances by any county,
city, or jurisdictional board of health providing for the issuance of
permits as provided in RCW 70.95.160, it shall be unlawful for any
person to dump or deposit or permit the dumping or depositing of any
solid waste onto or under the surface of the ground or into the waters
of this state except at a solid waste disposal site for which there is

a valid permit(¢ PROVIBED—Fhatnething—herein)—Fhis—section shall

not prohibit a person from dumping or depositing solid waste resulting

from his own activities onto or under the surface of ground owned or
leased by him when such action does not violate statutes or ordinances,
or create a nuisance. ((Any)) A— _ person violating this section shall be
guilty of a ((misdemeaner)—— _

(@) Class 4 civil infraction as defined in RCW 7.80.120, if the

amount of solid waste is less than or equal to one cubic foot; or

cost of removal and disposal of the solid waste, if the amount of solid

waste is greater than one cubic foot
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
