AN ACT Relating to the state lottery; amending RCW 67.70.240;

adding new sections to chapter 67.70 RCW; and creating a new section.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that:

(1) Through the lottery the state is actively involved in promoting
gambling and bears a direct responsibility to identify and address
problems exacerbated by lottery promotions and profits;

(2) Compulsive gambling is a serious social problem and there is
evidence that increasing the availability of gambling increases the
risk that more citizens will become addicted to gambling; and

(3) A greater understanding of the extent and nature of problem and
compulsive gambling will better enable the state lottery commission to
carry out various legislative mandates consistent with the public

interest, allowing public welfare to be served.
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 67.70 RCW

to read as follows:
