release of information waiver authorizing the department and law

enforcement to review appropriate medical records. A release

signed under this subsection or a failure to comply with this

subsection shall not affect the practitioner’'s responsibility to

report under this section or the right of access by the department

or law enforcement agencies to the reported information.

Renumber the remaining subsections consecutively and correct
internal references accordingly.

EFFECT: Requires medical practitioners to request parents and
guardians to sign a release of information waiver authorizing
Child Protective Services and law enforcement to review
medical records.
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
