Background: In 1994, legislation was enacted requiring the Department of Social
and Health Services to establish a project streamlining accountability systems for

mental health programs. The project is to be implemented in at least two regional
support networks by July 1995 with full statewide implementation by July 1997.

Summary of Bill:  The Department of Social and Health Services is required to
proceed with the project to streamline accountability systems which affect the
community mental health service delivery system.

The definition of community mental health service delivery system includes agencies

that specifically provide services for persons with mental disorders and receive
funding from various federal or state sources.
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The department is required to make systematic efforts to include state, federal, and
local funds into the single system of accountability.

Effective Date: Ninety days after adjournment of session in which bill is passed.
Testimony For: All federal, state, and local funds that flow through community

mental health centers should be included in this project to reduce process and focus on
outcomes.
