No person shall wilfully fail or refuse to comply with any lawful6

order or direction of any duly authorized flagman or any police officer7

or fire fighter invested by law with authority to direct, control, or8

regulate traffic.9

A violation of this section is a misdemeanor.10

Sec. 2. RCW 46.61.020 and 1989 c 35 3 s 6 are each amended to read11

as follows:12

It is unlawful for any person while operating or in charge of any13

vehicle to refuse when requested by a police officer to give his name14

and address and the name and address of the owner of such vehicle, or15

for such person to give a false name and address, and it is likewise16

unlawful for any such person to refuse or neglect to stop when signaled17

to stop by any police officer or to refuse upon demand of such police18
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officer to produce his certificate of license registration of such1

vehicle, his insurance identification card, or his vehicle driver’s2

license or to refuse to permit such officer to take any such license,3

card, or certificate for the purpose of examination thereof or to4

refuse to permit the examination of any equipment of such vehicle or5

the weighing of such vehicle or to refuse or neglect to produce the6

certificate of license registration of such vehicle, insurance card, or7

his vehicle driver’s license when requested by any court. Any police8

officer shall on request produce evidence of his authorization as such.9

A violation of this section is a misdemeanor.10
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
