AN ACT Relating to a teacher training pilot program adding a new
section to chapter 28B.10 RCW <creating a new section; nmaking
appropriations; and providing an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEWSECTION. Sec. 1. There is a need for a coordi nated program of
teacher training that will involve high schools, comunity coll eges,
and four-year institutions of higher education in a collaborative
seanl ess approach to devel opi ng teachers for the kindergarten through
twelfth grade system Therefore, it is the intent of the legislature
that an innovative pilot project be established for teacher training
and attracting teacher candi dates.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 2. A newsection is added to chapter 28B. 10 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) Cascadia College and the University of Wshington Bothell
canpus shall conduct a pil ot project and design essential conponents of
a high quality and effective teacher education program Cascadi a
Coll ege and the University of Wshington Bothell canmpus shall use
shared facilities and share resources and cocurricular planning to
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establish the teaching training program This collaborative planning
and i npl enment ati on approach shall involve participants fromthe |i beral
arts curriculum and professional education faculty, as well as
cl assroomteachers fromschool districts. This coordinated approach to
teacher training shall include, but is not limted to:

(a) Designing a college-level course for enrollnment of selected
hi gh school seniors interested in teaching careers;

(b) Designing discipline-based |ower division courses that are
thematically linked to upper division courses in the |liberal studies
curricul umand supportive of teaching areas appropriate for prospective
t eachers;

(c) Designing a preprofessional educational studies mnor that
woul d be pursued by prospective kindergarten through eighth grade
teachers in conjunction with a liberal studies mgjor;

(d) Designing nentoring and service learning activities at the
community col |l ege | evel that woul d provi de prospective teachers with an
orientation to professional education; and

(e) Designing a fifth year of instruction consisting of field
experiences, including a school-based teaching internship, and
pedagogi cal coursework | eading to teacher certification.

(2) The pilot project in this section shall conclude no | ater than
January 1, 2005.

(3) Beginning in Decenber 31, 2001, Cascadia College and the
Uni versity of Washi ngton Bothell canpus shall submt an annual witten
report to the higher education coordinating board, the state board for
comunity and technical «colleges, and the education and higher
education conmmttees of the legislature on the status of the pilot
project in this section.

(4) This section expires January 30, 2005.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1) The sum of one hundred fifty thousand
dollars, or as much thereof as may be necessary, is appropriated for
the fiscal year ending June 30, 2000, from the general fund to the
hi gher education coordinating board to inplenment the pilot project in
section 2 of this act.

(2) The sum of one hundred fifty thousand dollars, or as much
t hereof as may be necessary, is appropriated for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 2001, from the general fund to the higher education
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1 coordinating board to inplenment the pilot project in section 2 of this
2 act.
