Sec. 1. RCW 35.58.570 and 1996 c¢ 230 s 1602 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

(1) A metropolitan nunicipal corporation that is engaged in the
transm ssion, treatnent, and di sposal of sewage may i npose a capacity
charge on users of the netropolitan nunicipal corporation’s sewage
facilities when the user connects, reconnects, or establishes a new
service to sewer facilities of acity, county, or special district that

di scharges into the netropolitan facilities. ( (Fre—capacity—charge

£2))) The capacity charge shall be based upon the cost of the
sewage facilities’ excess capacity that is necessary to provide

A metropolitan

muni ci pal corporation may charge property owners seeking to connect to

the sewage facilities of the metropolitan nunicipal corporation as a

condition to granting the right to so connect, in addition to the cost

of such connection, such reasonabl e capacity charge as the | eqgislative

body of the netropolitan municipal corporation shall detern ne proper

in order that such property owners shall bear their equitable share of

the cost of such system The equitable share may include interest

charges applied fromthe date of construction of the sewage facilities

until the connection, or for a period not to exceed ten vears, at a

rate comensurate with the rate of interest applicable to the

metropolitan muni ci pal corporation at the tine of construction or major

rehabilitation of the sewage facilities, or at the tinme of installation

of the sewer lines to which the property owner is seeking to connect

but not to exceed ten percent per vyear: PROVI DED, That the aggregate

amount of interest shall not exceed the equitable share of the cost of

the sewage facilities allocated to such property owners.

At | east
thirty days before comencenent of an action to foreclose a lien for a
capacity charge, the netropolitan nunicipal corporation shall send
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witten notice of delinquency in paynent of the capacity charge to any
first nortgage or deed of trust holder of record at the address of
record.
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
