AN ACT Rel ating to revising the nmethodol ogy applied to certificates
of need for rural coronary health centers; creating new sections;
provi ding an expiration date; and declaring an energency.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature finds that cardi ovascul ar
di sease is the | eading cause of death in Washi ngton state, accounting
for approximately forty-two percent of all deaths. The | egislature
also finds that many of these deaths can be prevented or del ayed by
reducing risk factors and inproving access to services. Sone rura
areas, such as Walla Walla county, have a disproportionately high
average annual rate for heart di sease whil e | acki ng access to avail abl e
life-saving nedical resources. The legislature further finds that
access to quality coronary tertiary health care services nust be
assured, especially for rural communities.

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 2. (1) The departnent of health shall revise
the nethodol ogy applied to certificate of need applications for the
tertiary health services of open heart surgery, therapeutic cardiac
cat heterization, and percutaneous translunmenal coronary angi opl asty.
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(2) The revision shall be a detail ed and conpl et e new net hodol ogy,
whi ch the departnent shall pronptly adopt into rule, replacing the
exi sting net hodol ogy.

(3) The process used to devel op the new net hodol ogy shall involve
a cross-section of Wshington’s cardiac surgery prograns, cardiac
surgeons not directly affiliated wth existing hospital progranms, and
representatives of nedical education. The departnment shall assure
adm nistrative and technical requirenents of the certificate of need
program are net.

(4) The departnent shall provide a report to the health commttees
of the legislature on the devel opnent of a new net hodol ogy by July 1,
2000, and provide to the health commttees of the | egislature a copy of
t he new rul es upon adopti on.

(5) This section expires Decenber 31, 2000.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 3. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi atel y.
