26 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 601.  STAFFING LEVELS
27 (1) As the department of transportation completes delivery of the
28 projects funded by the 2003 and 2005 transportation revenue packages,
29 it is clear that the current staffing levels necessary to deliver these
30 projects are not sustainable into the future.  Therefore, the
31 department is directed to quickly move forward to develop and implement
32 new business practices so that a smaller, more nimble state workforce
33 can effectively and efficiently deliver transportation improvement
34 programs as they are approved in the future, in strong partnership with
35 the private sector, while protecting the public's interests and assets.
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 1 (2) To this end, the department of transportation is directed to
 2 reduce the size of its engineering and technical workforce to a level
 3 sustained by current law revenue levels currently estimated at two
 4 thousand FTEs by the end of the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium.  The
 5 department shall submit a report on the progress made in 2011-2013 by
 6 July 1, 2013.
 7 (3) In order to successfully deliver the highway construction
 8 program as funded, the department of transportation may continue to
 9 contract out engineering and technical services.  In addition, the
10 department may continue the incentive program for retirements and
11 employee separations.

12 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 602.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
13 The department shall begin to transition from owning a fleet of
14 passenger vehicles in Thurston county to using the state motor pool.
15 The funding appropriated in this act may not be used by programs
16 headquartered in Thurston county to purchase passenger cars as defined
17 in RCW 46.04.382.

18 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 603.  FUND TRANSFERS
19 (1) The transportation 2003 projects or improvements and the 2005
20 transportation partnership projects or improvements are listed in the
21 LEAP list titled 2013-1 as developed April 23, 2013, which consists of
22 a list of specific projects by fund source and amount over a ten-year
23 period.  Current fiscal biennium funding for each project is a line-
24 item appropriation, while the outer year funding allocations represent
25 a ten-year plan.  The department is expected to use the flexibility
26 provided in this section to assist in the delivery and completion of
27 all transportation partnership account and transportation 2003 account
28 (nickel account) projects on the LEAP transportation documents
29 referenced in this act.  However, this section does not apply to the I-
30 5/Columbia River Crossing project (400506A).  For the 2011-2013 and
31 2013-2015 project appropriations, unless otherwise provided in this

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 1 and efficiently deliver all projects in the respective program under
 2 the following conditions and limitations:
 3 (a) Transfers may only be made within each specific fund source
 4 referenced on the respective project list;
 5 (b) Transfers from a project may not be made as a result of the
 6 reduction of the scope of a project or be made to support increases in
 7 the scope of a project;
 8 (c) Each transfer between projects may only occur if the director
 9 of financial management finds that any resulting change will not hinder

17 (d) Transfers from a project may be made if the funds appropriated
18 to the project are in excess of the amount needed to complete the
19 project;
20 (e) Transfers may not occur for projects not identified on the
21 applicable project list;
22 (f) Transfers may not be made while the legislature is in session;
23 and
24 (g) Transfers between projects may be made, without the approval of
25 the director of the office of financial management, by the department
26 of transportation until the transfer amount by project exceeds two
27 hundred fifty thousand dollars, or ten percent of the total project,
28 whichever is less.  These transfers must be reported quarterly to the
29 director of financial management and the chairs of the house of
30 representatives and senate transportation committees.
31 (2) At the time the department submits a request to transfer funds
32 under this section, a copy of the request must be submitted to the
33 transportation committees of the legislature.
34 (3) The office of financial management shall work with legislative
35 staff of the house of representatives and senate transportation
36 committees to review the requested transfers in a timely manner.
37 (4) The office of financial management shall document approved
38 transfers and schedule changes in the transportation executive
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 1 information system, compare changes to the legislative baseline funding
 2 and schedules identified by project identification number identified in
 3 the LEAP transportation documents referenced in this act, and transmit
 4 revised project lists to chairs of the transportation committees of the
 5 legislature on a quarterly basis.

 6 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 604.  ACQUISITION OF PROPERTIES AND FACILITIES
 7 THROUGH FINANCIAL CONTRACTS
 8 (1) The agency in subsection (2) of this section may enter into
 9 financial contracts, paid from any funds of an agency, appropriated or
10 nonappropriated, for the purposes indicated and in not more than the
11 principal amounts indicated, plus financing expenses and required
12 reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW.  When securing properties under
13 this section, agencies shall use the most economical financial contract
14 option available, including long-term leases, lease-purchase
15 agreements, lease-development with option to purchase agreements, or
16 financial contracts using certificates of participation.  Expenditures
17 made by an agency for one of the indicated purposes before the issue
18 date of the authorized financial contract and any certificates of
19 participation therein are intended to be reimbursed from proceeds of
20 the financial contract and any certificates of participation therein to
21 the extent provided in the agency's financing plan approved by the
22 state finance committee.
23 (2) The Washington state patrol may enter into agreements with the
24 department of enterprise services and the state treasurer's office to
25 develop requests to the legislature for the acquisition of properties
26 and facilities through financial contracts.  The agreements may include
27 charges for services rendered.  The Washington state patrol may enter
28 into a financing contract for up to $4,680,000 plus financing expenses
29 and required reserves pursuant to chapter 39.94 RCW to purchase and
30 install mobile office platforms in state patrol and pursuit vehicles.

31 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 605.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
32 (1) The department of transportation shall prepare an updated
33 facilities and property plan to improve the oversight of real estate
34 procurement and property management across all department programs and
35 regions, including the Washington state ferries.  The plan must be
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 1 submitted to the office of financial management and the transportation
 2 committees of the legislature by December 31, 2013.  The plan must
 3 include:
 4 (a) An inventory of all currently owned and leased buildings,
 5 including tunnel and bridge operation or maintenance facilities, and
 6 traffic management centers as provided by the state's facilities
 7 inventory process prescribed by the office of financial management

 9 (b) A land inventory, as of July 2013, including an indication of
10 whether the land is being held for right-of-way, disposition, or future
11 operational facilities;

14 each facilities' purpose and use, and the funding source indicating
15 whether the funding that is assumed for the facility improvements is
16 project or operational funding;
17 (d) A list of options for consolidating staff, equipment, and
18 operational activities to reduce costs with an emphasis on
19 consolidating facilities from leased facilities into state-owned
20 facilities.  New locations for a permanent state program or activity,
21 unless a life-cycle cost analysis supports leasing in lieu of ownership
22 or funds are not available for construction, should be state-owned
23 facilities;
24 (e) A department-wide coordinated process and plan for regularly
25 evaluating facility needs, which includes all facilities in the
26 inventory under (a) of this subsection; and
27 (f) A list of department-owned property that can be declared
28 surplus property.
29 (2) Except as provided otherwise in this act, the department of
30 transportation may not enter into new leases, equal value exchanges, or
31 property transactions, including land acquisitions, except for right-
32 of-way purchases for projects on the legislative project lists, without
33 first consulting with the office of financial management.

34 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 606.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
35 As part of its 2014 supplemental budget submittal, the department
36 shall provide a report to the legislature and the office of financial
37 management that:
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 1 (1) Identifies, by capital project, the amount of state funding
 2 that has been reappropriated from the 2011-2013 fiscal biennium into
 3 the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium; and
 4 (2) Identifies, for each project, the amount of cost savings or
 5 increases in funding that have been identified as compared to the 2013
 6 enacted omnibus transportation appropriations act.

 7 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 607.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
 8 The department of transportation, in conjunction with the office of
 9 minority and women's business enterprises, shall review the city of
10 Seattle's minority and women's business enterprise inclusion plans that
11 the city has implemented.  The review should include a comparison
12 between the existing state process and the city of Seattle inclusion
13 process for bidding construction projects.  As part of the review, any
14 identified advantages or disadvantages along with any realized benefits
15 that the city of Seattle has experienced should be included in a report
16 that is due to the transportation committees of the legislature by
17 December 1, 2013.

18 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 608.  VOLUNTARY RETIREMENT AND SEPARATION
19 INCENTIVES
20 As a management tool to reduce costs and make more effective use of
21 resources, while improving employee productivity and morale, agencies
22 may implement a voluntary retirement and/or separation program that is
23 cost neutral or results in cost savings, including costs to the state
24 pension systems, over a two-year period following the commencement of
25 the program, provided that the program is approved by the director of
26 financial management.  Agencies participating in this authorization may
27 offer voluntary retirement and/or separation incentives and options
28 according to procedures and guidelines established by the office of
29 financial management, in consultation with the office of the state
30 human resources director and the department of retirement systems.  The
31 options may include, but are not limited to, financial incentives for
32 voluntary separation or retirement.  An employee does not have any
33 contractual right to a financial incentive offered pursuant to this
34 section.  Offers must be reviewed and monitored jointly by the office

36 systems.  Agencies must submit a report by June 30, 2015, to the
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 1 legislature and the office of financial management on the outcome of
 2 their approved incentive program.  The report should include
 3 information on the details of the program, including the incentive
 4 payment amount for each participant, the total cost to the state, and
 5 the projected or actual net dollar savings over the two-year period.
 6 The department of retirement systems may collect from employers the
 7 actuarial cost of any incentive provided under this program, or any
 8 other incentive to retire provided by employers to members of the
 9 state's pension systems, for deposit in the appropriate pension
10 account.

11 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 609.  COMPENSATION--REVISE PENSION CONTRIBUTION
12 RATES
13 The appropriations for school districts and state agencies,
14 including institutions of higher education, are subject to the
15 following conditions and limitations:  Appropriations are adjusted to
16 reflect changes to agency appropriations to reflect pension
17 contribution rates adopted by the pension funding council and the law
18 enforcement officers' and firefighters' retirement system plan 2 board.

19 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 610.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
20 The department of transportation may provide up to $3,000,000 in
21 toll credits to Kitsap Transit for its role in passenger-only ferry
22 service and ferry corridor-related projects.  The number of toll
23 credits provided must be equal to, but no more than, the number
24 sufficient to meet federal match requirements for grant funding for
25 passenger-only ferry service, but must not exceed the amount authorized
26 in this section.

27 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 611.  To the extent that any appropriation
28 authorizes expenditures of state funds from the motor vehicle account,
29 special category C account, Tacoma Narrows toll bridge account,
30 transportation 2003 account (nickel account), transportation
31 partnership account, transportation improvement account, Puget Sound
32 capital construction account, multimodal transportation account, state
33 route number 520 corridor account, or other transportation capital
34 project account in the state treasury for a state transportation
35 program that is specified to be funded with proceeds from the sale of
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 1 bonds authorized in chapter 47.10 RCW, the legislature declares that
 2 any such expenditures made prior to the issue date of the applicable
 3 transportation bonds for that state transportation program are intended
 4 to be reimbursed from proceeds of those transportation bonds in a
 5 maximum amount equal to the amount of such appropriation.

 6 NEW SECTION.  Sec. 612.  WEB SITE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS FOR THE
 7 DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
 8 (1) The department of transportation shall post on its web site
 9 every report that is due from the department to the legislature during
10 the 2013-2015 fiscal biennium on one web page.  The department must
11 post both completed reports and planned reports on a single web page.
12 (2) The department shall provide a web link for each change order
13 that is more than five hundred thousand dollars on the affected project
14 web page.

15 MISCELLANEOUS 2013-2015 FISCAL BIENNIUM

16 Sec. 701.  RCW 43.19.642 and 2012 c 86 s 802 are each amended to
17 read as follows:
18 (1) Effective June 1, 2006, for agencies complying with the ultra-
19 low sulfur diesel mandate of the United States environmental protection
20 agency for on-highway diesel fuel, agencies shall use biodiesel as an
21 additive to ultra-low sulfur diesel for lubricity, provided that the
22 use of a lubricity additive is warranted and that the use of biodiesel
23 is comparable in performance and cost with other available lubricity
24 additives.  The amount of biodiesel added to the ultra-low sulfur
25 diesel fuel shall be not less than two percent.

27 June 1, 2009, state agencies are required to use a minimum of twenty
28 percent biodiesel as compared to total volume of all diesel purchases

31 (3) All state agencies using biodiesel fuel shall, beginning on
32 July 1, 2006, file biannual reports with the department of enterprise
33 services documenting the use of the fuel and a description of how any
34 problems encountered were resolved.

Section 709 of this act is necessary for
 6 the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or
 7 support of the state government and its existing public institutions,
 8 and takes effect June 30, 2013, unless chapter . . . (Substitute House
 9 Bill No. 1745), Laws of 2013 is enacted on or before June 30, 2013, in
10 which case section 709 of this act does not take effect.
