NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 28A 155
RCWto read as foll ows:

(1) The office of the superintendent of public instruction nust
establish interagency agreenments with the departnent of social and
health services, the departnent of services for the blind, and any
ot her state agency that provides high school transition services for
speci al education students. Such interagency agreenents shall not
interfere with existing individualized education prograns, nor override
any individualized education programtean s deci si on-maki ng power. The
purpose of the interagency agreenents is to foster effective
col | aboration anong the nultiple agencies providing transition services
for individualized education plan eligible special education students
fromthe beginning of transition planning through age twenty-one, or
t hrough hi gh school graduation, whichever occurs first. | nt er agency
agreenents are also intended to streanline services and prograns,
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pronote efficiencies, and establish a wuniform focus on inproved
outcones related to self-sufficiency. This subsection does not require
transition services plan devel opnent in addition to what exists on the
effective date of this section

(2) To the extent that data is available through data-sharing
agreenents established by the education data center under RCW
43.41.400, the education data center nust nonitor the follow ng
outconmes for individualized education plan eligible special education
students after high school graduation:

(a) The nunber of students who, wthin one year of high school
graduati on:

(1) Enter integrated enpl oynent paid at the greater of m ni nrum wage
or conpetitive wage for the type of enploynent, with access to rel ated
enpl oynent and heal th benefits; or

(ii1) Enter a postsecondary education or training programfocused on
| eading to integrated enpl oynent;

(b) The wages and nunber of hours worked per pay peri od;

(c) The inpact of enploynent on any state and federal benefits for
individuals with disabilities;

(d) Indicators of the types of settings in which students who
previously received transition services primrily reside;

(e) Indicators of inproved econom c status and sel f-sufficiency;

(f) Data on those students for whom a postsecondary or integrated
enpl oynent outcone does not occur within one year of high school
graduation, including:

(i) Information on the reasons that the desired outconme has not
occurr ed;

(11) The nunber of nonths the student has not achieved the desired
out cone; and

(ii1) The efforts made to ensure the student achieves the desired
out core.

(3) To the extent that the data elenents in subsection (2) of this
section are available to the education data center through data-sharing
agreenents, the office of the superintendent of public instruction nust
prepare an annual report using existing resources and submt the report
to the | egislature.
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
