() The telecommunications company executes an agreement with

the commission that it will not provide any equipment, device, or

service capable of storing the name, number, or identifying

information; and

(i) The telecommunications company requiresS any person to

whom the service is provided to execute an agreement which

prohibits the person from storing in any form or manner any

information or any numbers obtained from the telecommunications

company. "

EFFECT: To be exempt from the privacy act,
telecommunications company’s automatic number identification
service may not include any device or service capable of
storing the number of a person making a call and any person
subscribing to the service must sign an agreement that the
information will not be stored in any form.
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
