"NEW _ SECTION. Sec 12. A new section is added to chapter 14,

Laws of 1991 sp.s. to read as follows:

The state parks and recreation commission may sell to a city or

county for one dollar existing park lands or interpretive centers

that are closed because of budgetary constraints. The purchasing

city or county must agree to keep the park land or interpretive

center open for public access and use. The conveyance agreement

shall contain a reversionary interest held by the commission that

takes effect if the property is ever used for any purpose other

than a public park or interpretive center."

Renumber remaining sections consecutively and correct internal

references accordingly.

EFFECT: Authorizes the Parks and Recreation Commission to

sell park lands or interpretive centers that are being closed
because of budgetary reasons to a city or county for $1. The
land shall revert back to the state if the land is used for
purposes other than a public park.
