amusement games during school hours, maintaining full-time5

personnel whose responsibilities include maintaining security and6

daily machine maintenance, and prohibiting minors from playing the7

amusement games after 10:00 p.m. on any day.

EFFECT: Allows locations that may currently conduct
electronic crane games to conduct all types of amusement games
and provides that no minors may play those games after 10:00
p.m. on any day.
