RCW to read as follows:2

Voters of one or more of the cities that are proposed to be3

consolidated may have a ballot proposition submitted to them4

authorizing the simultaneous creation of a community municipal5

corporation and election of community council members as provided for6

under chapter 35.14 RCW. The joint resolution that initiates a7

consolidation under RCW 35.10.410 may provide for the question of8

whether a community municipal corporation shall be created to be9

submitted to the voters of one or more of the cities that are proposed10

to be consolidated as a separate ballot measure from the ballot measure11

authorizing the consolidation or as part of the same ballot measure12

authorizing the consolidation. The petitions that are signed by the13

voters of each of the cities that are proposed to be consolidated under14

RCW 35.10.420 may provide for the question of whether to create a15

community municipal corporation to be submitted to the voters of that16

city as a separate ballot measure from the ballot measure authorizing17

the consolidation or as part of the same ballot measure authorizing the18

consolidation.19

The resolution initiating the annexation of territory under RCW3

35A.14.015, and the petition initiating the annexation of territory4

under RCW 35A.14.020, may provide for the simultaneous creation of a5

community municipal corporation and election of community council6

members as provided for in chapter 35.14 RCW, as separate ballot7

measures or as part of the same ballot measure authorizing the8

annexation, or for the simultaneous inclusion of the annexed area into9

a named existing community municipal corporation operating under10

chapter 35.14 RCW, as separate ballot measures or as part of the same11

ballot measure authorizing the annexation. If the petition so provides12

for the creation of a community municipal corporation and election of13

community council members, the petition shall describe the boundaries14

of the proposed service area, state the number of voters residing15

therein as nearly as may be, and pray for the election of community16

council members by the voters residing in the service area.17
