"NEW SECTION. Sec. 901. EXPENDITURE AUTHORIZATIONS. The3

appropriations contained in this act are maximum expenditure4

authorizations. Pursuant to RCW 43.88.037, moneys disbursed from the5

treasury on the basis of a formal loan agreement shall be recorded as6

loans receivable and not as expenditures for accounting purposes. To7

the extent that moneys are disbursed on a loan basis, the corresponding8

appropriation shall be reduced by the amount of loan moneys disbursed9

from the treasury during the 1991-93 biennium."10

"NEW SECTION. Sec. 902. INFORMATION SYSTEMS PROJECTS. Agencies11

shall comply with the following requirements regarding information12

systems projects when specifically directed to do so by this act.13

(1) The agency shall produce a feasibility study for each14

information systems project in accordance with instructions from the15

office of financial management. In addition to these requirements, the16

study shall examine and evaluate the costs and benefits of maintaining17

the status quo and the costs and benefits of the proposed project. The18

study shall identify when and in what amount any fiscal savings will19

accrue, and what programs or fund sources will be affected.20

(2) The agency shall produce a project management plan for each21

project. The plan or plans shall address all factors critical to22

successful completion of each project. The plan shall include, but is23

not limited to, the following elements: A description of the problem24

or opportunity that the information systems project is intended to25

address; a statement of project objectives and assumptions; definition26

of phases, tasks, and activities to be accomplished and the estimated27

cost of each phase; a description of how the agency will facilitate28

points in the project life cycle; a description of variance control2

measures; a definitive schedule that shows the elapsed time estimated3

to complete the project and when each task is to be started and4

completed; and a description of resource requirements to accomplish the5

activities within specified time, cost, and functionality constraints.6

(3) A copy of each feasibility study and project management plan7

shall be provided to the office of financial management and appropriate8

legislative committees. Authority to expend any funds for individual9

information systems projects is conditioned on approval of the relevant10

feasibility study and project management plan by the office of11

financial management.12

(4) A project status report shall be submitted to the office of13

financial management and appropriate legislative committees for each14

project prior to reaching key decision points identified in the project15

management plan.
