Background: Prior to and during World War Il, several
million Jews and non-Jews were killed - an event now known
as the "Holocaust." There are numerous other cases of
genocide through history, as well.

State law requires public school students to study world
history, but there is no specific provision regarding the
study of the Holocaust or other examples of genocide.

Summary; Every public high school is encouraged to include
a unit of instruction on the Holocaust. The instruction may
also include other examples of genocide from ancient and
modern history.

The Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction may
prepare materials for use as guidelines in developing the
unit of instruction and may make the materials available to
all school districts.
