Background: Federal law requires the employers of longshoreBackground:Background:
and harbor workers to obtain workers’ compensation coverage
for their employees and maritime employers’ liability
coverage. Longshore and harbor employees currently are not
eligible for coverage under the Washington state workers’
compensation insurance program.

In Washington, some employers and employees subject to the
federal requirement are unable to obtain insurance through
private insurance companies or are unable to self-insure.
