Statutory changes are necessary
to realize these savings. In addition, both budgets assume
continuation of the Basic Health Plan throughout the 1991-93
Biennium.

exclude maternity coverage for pregnancies diagnosed after
June 30, 1992. Pregnancies diagnosed before that date will
be covered by the plan. The plan may provide up to one
month of prenatal care before an enrollee transfers to the
First Steps Program to provide continuity of care. The July
1, 1992, sunset of the Basic Health Plan is repealed.
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Administration of the plan is transferred to the Health Care
Authority. Criteria for timber enrollment are expanded.
