Background: The Health Care Authority (HCA) administers theBackground:Background:
public employees benefit program. It currently maintains
contracts with eight medical health maintenance
organizations, one dental prepaid plan, four uniform medical
plan vendors and one uniform dental plan vendor. Each
carrier or vendor contracting with the HCA must present
reports on benefit utilization and cost data, some of which
are considered proprietary by the vendor or contractor. The
State Employees Benefits Board (SEBB), which advises the
HCA, also has occasion to review sensitive cost data.
Inappropriate release of this information might adversely
affect the competitiveness of the provider.

Summary: The HCA may exempt benefit utilization and costSummary:Summary:
data from public disclosure and the SEBB may hold executive
sessions when it must review and discuss such data.
