contract carriers by the Utilities & Transportation
Commission (UTC). When a contract carrier applies for
operating authority, the original or certified copy of the
carrier’s transportation service contract(s) must accompany
the permit application.

With the accessibility of photocopy machines in today’s
society, the filing of an original or certified contract is
unnecessary as a copy serves the same purpose.
