In Washington, this problem
is aggravated by the growing influx of new families from
other states and foreign countries.

Some school districts in Washington operate "Teachers
Recruiting Future Teachers" programs. The purpose of these
programs is to encourage more students to enter the teaching
profession.

created in the Office of the Superintendent of Public
Instruction (SPI). Subject to funds being appropriated, SPI
is required to promote and replicate the teachers recruiting
future teachers model program and to promote and expand the
annual Education Week program at Central Washington
University or other institutions of higher education. SPI,
working with the directors of both programs, shall adopt
rules to implement the act. A null and void provision is
included.
