The federal government does not participate in funding care
for the medically indigent but does participate financially
in increased Medicaid payments to hospitals that care for a
disproportionate share of such persons.

Summary: A temporary tax is imposed on medical hospitalsSummary:Summary:
and private psychiatric hospitals equal to 20 percent of the
state Medicaid receipts. The tax expires the earlier of
July 1, 1993, or the date the Secretary of Social and Health
Services certifies that the federal government prohibits
this as a financing mechanism.

More hospitals qualify for the disproportionate share
program.

Hospital services are no longer covered under the medically
indigent program but hospitals are held harmless by altering
disproportionate share.
