The proceeds from
the sale of bonds will be deposited in the Puget Sound
Capital Construction Account.

The principle and interest is to be paid from the state’s
share of the motor vehicle and special fuels tax. The Motor
Vehicle Fund will be reimbursed by the Puget Sound Capital
Construction Account.
