BACKGROUND:

A retiree in Plan | of the Public Employees’ Retirement System
(PERS |) or the Teachers’ Retirement System (TRS 1) receives
an annual cost-of-living adjustment (COLA) of up to 3 percent
when purchasing power erodes to less than 60 percent of that
at age 65.

A TRS | or PERS | member may retire at any age with 30 years
of service, at age 55 with 25 years of service or at age 60
with five years of service.

SUMMARY:
Beginning July 1991, a TRS | or PERS | retiree receives an
annual COLA of up to 3 percent when purchasing power erodes to
less than 70 percent of that at age 65.
