BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:4

hereby adopted and, subject to the provisions hereinafter set forth,6

the several amounts hereinafter specified, or as much thereof as may be7

necessary to accomplish the purposes designated, are hereby8

appropriated from the several accounts and funds hereinafter named to9

the designated state agencies and offices for salaries, wages, and10

other expenses, for capital projects, and for other specified purposes,11

including the payment of any final judgments arising out of such12

activities, for the period ending June 30, 1993. The appropriation13

contained in section 40(2) of this act is for the period ending June14

30, 1992.15

the legal load limitations of chapter 46.44 RCW. The purpose of the13

study is to assess the amount of pavement damage to state highways that14

may be attributable to containerized cargo moving by truck into and out15

of the ports within the state of Washington.16

Washington state patrol employees shall weigh trucks carrying17

containers to and from the ports of Tacoma and Seattle during the pilot18

project. If an illegal load is identified at the weighing site, no19

citation will be issued. However, operators transporting overweight20

loads will be advised of the penalties for transporting the load on21

public highways.22

During the pilot project, the state patrol shall:23

(a) Periodically meet with representatives of the trucking and24

shipping industries, the state department of transportation, the ports25

of Seattle and Tacoma, the state transportation policy plan’s freight26

mobility subcommittee, and other interested parties to review the data27

collected and discuss possible recommendations for consideration by the28

legislative transportation committee;29
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(b) Contact the California and Oregon state agencies that are1

responsible for truck weight enforcement in an attempt to address the2

issue on a regional basis; and3

(c) Submit, upon request, progress reports to the legislative4

transportation committee on data collection, recommendations, and5

regional cooperation.6

The state patrol shall submit a final report along with its7

findings and recommendations to the legislative transportation8

committee by January 15, 1992.9

(4) By January 1, 1992, the state patrol shall establish written10

and formal agreements with all counties for which traffic-related11

services are provided by the state patrol. Such agreements will12

establish the criteria of fatal accident, injury accident, and13

emergency call response as the extent of state patrol traffic-related14

services. The state patrol shall establish provisions for local15

reimbursement of the state patrol for services that exceed the extent16

of allowable traffic-related activities.17

remaining unresolved from the 1991 title and registration study8

required by the legislature and the governor. The intent of the9

legislature is to better align the fee structure with the costs10

associated with providing services for the state. Evidence from the11

1991 study indicates inequities exist in cost recovery and/or profits12

realized between large and small county auditors and their subagents.13

The Washington association of counties, the Washington association of14

(4) From July 1, 1989, through June 30, 1991,)) T hirty-three one-17

hundredths of one percent of such funds shall be deducted monthly, as18

such funds accrue, and set aside for the use of the department of19

transportation for the purpose of funding the counties’ share of the20

costs of highway jurisdiction studies and other studies((. Any funds21

so retained and not expended shall be credited in the succeeding22

(5) The balance of such funds remaining to the credit of counties24

after such deductions shall be paid to the several counties monthly, as25

such funds accrue, in accordance with RCW 46.68.122 and 46.68.124)).26

NEW SECTION. Sec. 51. The motor vehicle fund revenues are27

received at a relatively even flow throughout the year. Expenditures28

exceed the revenue during the accelerated summer and fall highway29
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construction season, creating a negative cash balance during the heavy1

construction season. Negative cash balances also may result from the2

use of state funds to finance federal advance construction projects3

prior to conversion to federal funding. The legislature recognizes4

that the department of transportation may require interfund loans or5

other short-term financing to meet temporary seasonal cash requirements6

and additional cash requirements to fund federal advance construction7

projects.8

NEW SECTION. Sec. 52. The legislature recognizes the economic9

importance to the state of attracting new industrial development, and10

that the availability of transportation services is a significant11

factor in attracting such industries. The transportation commission12

and the department of transportation may consider these unique13

circumstances in determining priorities for capital expenditures.14

NEW SECTION. Sec. 53. In addition to such other appropriations as15

are made by this act, there is hereby appropriated to the department16

of transportation from legally available bond proceeds in the17

respective construction or building accounts such amounts as are18

necessary to pay the expenses incurred by the state finance committee19

in the issuance and sale of the subject bonds.20

NEW SECTION. Sec. 55. The department of transportation is3

authorized to undertake federal advance construction projects under the4

provisions of 23 U.S.C. Sec. 115 in order to maintain progress in5

meeting approved highway construction and preservation objectives. The6

legislature recognizes that the use of state funds may be required to7

temporarily fund expenditures of the federal appropriations for the8

highway construction and preservation programs for federal advance9

construction projects prior to conversion to federal funding.10

NEW SECTION. Sec. 56. (1) Any public agency including but not11

limited to transit agencies, cities, counties, and the state department12

of transportation, awarded contracts from counties or transit agencies13

for the construction of high occupancy vehicle lanes and related14

facilities shall use such moneys in addition to, and not as a15

substitute for, moneys currently used, or planned to be used, for high16

occupancy vehicle lanes by the public agency receiving the award.17

(2) Cities, counties, transit agencies, and the state department of18

transportation having within their boundaries a portion of the existing19

or planned high occupancy vehicle system contained in the document20

dated March 1991, entitled "Puget Sound HOV Core Lane Needs: 2000",21

shall coordinate programming and operational decisions affecting the22

high occupancy vehicle system.23

NEW SECTION. Sec. 57. To maximize the use of motor vehicle fund24

revenues, it is the intent of the legislature to encourage sharing of25

technology, information, and systems where appropriate between26

transportation agencies.27
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To facilitate this exchange, the Washington state department of1

transportation assistant secretary for finance and budget management;2

Washington state department of transportation chief for management3

information systems; the Washington state patrol deputy chief, chief of4

staff; Washington state patrol manager of the computer services5

division; the department of licensing deputy director and department of6

licensing assistant director for information systems will meet7

quarterly to share plans, discuss progress of key projects and to8

coordinate activities for the common good. Minutes of these meetings9

will be distributed to the respective agency heads and the legislative10

transportation committee. Washington state department of11

transportation will provide staff support and meeting coordination.12

NEW SECTION. Sec. 58. Agencies shall comply with the following13

requirements regarding information technology projects if directed to14

do so by specific appropriation proviso within this act. In addition15

to these provisos agencies shall comply with all department of16

information services requirements.17

It is the intent of the legislature that information technology18

projects in state government are managed and completed successfully.19

Information technology projects should be divided into distinct phases.20

Each phase of a project should be successfully completed before the21

subsequent phases are commenced, unless an alternative plan is22

approved. In addition to the post-implementation review, reviews using23

oversight and quality assurance measures are to be conducted throughout24

the project.25

The legislature should consider each project’s scope and duration26

to determine whether appropriations should be for a fiscal year or a27

biennium, and whether different phases or the entire project can be28

accomplished within a specified time period.29
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Prior to initiating an information technology project, agencies1

shall submit a budget decision package requesting moneys for a scoping2

process and project management plan phase.3

(1) Scoping process and project management plan phase. Prior to4

requesting moneys from the legislature, or as a condition of receiving5

an appropriation for planning or development of information technology6

projects, the agencies shall complete a project scoping process and7

project management plan that details the key issues to be addressed by8

the information technology project and how agency management would9

implement the project. The scoping process and project management plan10

shall precede the feasibility study.11

The scoping process must define the project’s scope; key issues,12

including business, management, technical and other issues; major13

objectives; project justifications; project approach; and answer by a14

test of reasonableness that the project is feasible. The scoping15

process is to provide the legislature, office of financial management,16

and the department of information services with the high level17

information it needs to approve proceeding with the subsequent phase.18

The project management plan shall document how the agency will19

manage the project identified in the scoping process. The plan shall20

be an evolving document. Each subsequent phase of the project shall21

have an updated project management plan submitted as a prerequisite for22

approval to begin the next phase.23

The initial project management plan shall cover all factors24

critical to the entire project, and shall specifically address25

management plans for successfully completing the subsequent phase. The26

initial plan shall address all factors critical to the overall project,27

including, but not limited to, the following elements:28

(a) Project organization: Define agency executive personnel29

involved with project; define committee structures; identify key30
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personnel; address staffing requirements, including backfilling1

requirements; and other key resources needed for a successful project2

implementation.3

(b) Description of scope change and cost control.4

(c) Risk assessment and risk mitigation plan.5

(d) Description of project oversight monitoring and quality6

assurance procedures.7

(e) Project workplan: Including defined phases, key management8

decision points, and scheduling of other activities.9

(f) Detailed workplan and estimated costs for next phase or phases10

to be conducted in a specified period of time.11

Following completion of the scoping process and project management12

plan phase and approval from the department of information services,13

the agency shall submit a budget decision package requesting moneys to14

address the subsequent phase or phases identified in the project15

management plan.16

(2) The agency shall produce a feasibility study for each17

information systems project in accordance with published department of18

information services instructions. In addition to department of19

information services requirements such studies shall examine and20

evaluate the costs and benefits of maintaining status quo.21

(3) A project status report shall be submitted to the department of22

information services, the office of financial management, and the23

legislative transportation committee for each project prior to reaching24

key decision points identified in the relevant project management plan.25

Project status reports shall examine and evaluate project management,26

accomplishments, budget, action to address variances, risk management,27

cost and benefits analysis, and other aspects critical to completion of28

a project.29
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Work shall not commence on any task in a subsequent phase of a1

project until the status report for the preceding key decision point2

has been approved by the department of information services, the office3

of financial management, and the legislative transportation committee4

as appropriate.5

(4) In those instances where a project review is requested in6

accordance with department of information services policies, the7

reviews shall examine and evaluate: System requirements8

specifications; scope; system architecture; change controls;9

documentation; user involvement; training; availability and capability10

of resources; programming languages and techniques; system inputs and11

outputs; plans for testing, conversion, implementation, and12

post-implementation; and other aspects critical to successful13

construction, integration, and implementation of automated systems.14

Copies of project review written reports shall be forwarded to the15

office of financial management and the legislative transportation16

committee by the agency.17

(5) A written post-implementation review report shall be prepared18

by the agency for each information systems project in accordance with19

published department of information services instructions. In addition20

to the information requested pursuant to the department of information21

services instructions, post-implementation reports shall evaluate the22

degree to which a project accomplished its major objectives including,23

but not limited to, a comparison of original cost and benefit estimates24

to actual costs and benefits achieved. Copies of post-implementation25

review reports shall be provided to the department of information26

services, the office of financial management, and the legislative27

transportation committee.28

(6) During each phase of the project outlined in this section, the29

department of information services shall provide the legislative30
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transportation committee with a written monthly project oversight and1

risk assessment report for each project which has a specific proviso2

under this section. The report shall include, but not be limited to,3

the following: Project name, agency undertaking the project, a4

description of the project, key project activities during the next 60-5

90 days, base-line cost data, costs to date, schedule to date, risk6

assessments, risk management, and recommendations.7

When major variances in project scope, cost, or risk occur, the8

agency sponsoring shall inform the department of information services,9

the legislative transportation committee, and office of financial10

management of the change in writing. A major variance is defined as a11

budget change in excess of five percent; an increase or decrease in12

risk category to low, medium, high; or a change in scope that could13

result in a major change in budget or risk.14

NEW SECTION. Sec. 59. In addition to the appropriation authority15

contained in section 41 of this act for program X, the marine division16

may expend up to $500,000 from the Puget Sound ferry operations account17

for unprogrammed expenditures with prior approval of the legislative18

transportation committee.19

NEW SECTION. Sec. 60. The attorney general shall prepare annually20

a report to the legislative transportation committee comprising a21

comprehensive summary of all cases involving tort claims against the22

department of transportation involving highways that were concluded and23

closed in the previous calendar year. The report shall include for24

(1) A summary of the factual background of the case;26

(2) Identification of the attorneys representing the state and the27

verdict was returned against the state;8

(7) The approximate number of attorney hours expended by the state9

on the case, together with the corresponding dollar amount billed10

therefore; and11

(8) Such other matters relating to the case as the attorney general12

deems relevant or appropriate, especially including any comments or13

recommendations for changes in statute law or agency practice that14

might effectively reduce the exposure of the state to such tort claims.15
