taxes payable in 1983 and each January 1st thereafter, the assessor10

shall list each parcel of forest land at a value with respect to the11

grade and class provided in this subsection and adjusted as provided in12

subsection (2) of this section and shall compute the assessed value of13

the land by using the same assessment ratio he or she applies generally14
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in computing the assessed value of other property in his or her county.1

(2) On or before December 31, 1981, the department shall adjust, by14

rule under chapter 34.05 RCW, the forest land values contained in15

subsection (1) of this section in accordance with this subsection, and16

shall certify these adjusted values to the county assessor for his or17

her use in preparing the assessment rolls as of January 1, 1982. For18

the adjustment to be made on or before December 31, 1981, for use in19

the 1982 assessment year, the department shall:20

(a) Divide the aggregate value of all timber harvested within the21

For the adjustments to be made on or before December 31, 1982, and7

each succeeding year thereafter, the same procedure shall be followed8

as described in this subsection utilizing harvester excise tax returns9

filed under RCW 82.04.291 and this chapter except that this adjustment10

shall be made to the prior year’s adjusted value, and the five-year11

periods for calculating average harvested timber values shall be12

successively one year more recent.13

(3) In preparing the assessment roll for 1972 and each year14

thereafter, the assessor shall enter as the true and fair value of each15

parcel of forest land the appropriate grade value certified to him or16

her by the department of revenue, and he or she shall compute the17

assessed value of such land by using the same assessment ratio he or18

she applies generally in computing the assessed value of other property19

in his or her county. In preparing the assessment roll for 1975 and20

each year thereafter, the assessor shall assess and value as classified21

forest land all forest land that is not then designated pursuant to RCW22

84.33.120(4) or 84.33.130 and shall make a notation of such23

classification upon the assessment and tax rolls. On or before January24

15 of the first year in which such notation is made, the assessor shall25

mail notice by certified mail to the owner that such land has been26

classified as forest land and is subject to the compensating tax27

imposed by this section. If the owner desires not to have such land28

assessed and valued as classified forest land, he or she shall give the29

assessor written notice thereof on or before March 31 of such year and30
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the assessor shall remove from the assessment and tax rolls the1

classification notation entered pursuant to this subsection, and shall2

thereafter assess and value such land in the manner provided by law3

other than this chapter 84.33 RCW.4

(4) In any year commencing with 1972, an owner of land which is5

assessed and valued by the assessor other than pursuant to the6

The notice of continuance shall be on a7

form prepared by the department of revenue. If the notice of8

continuance is not signed by the new owner and attached to the real9

estate excise tax affidavit, all compensating taxes calculated pursuant10

to subsection (7) of this section shall become due and payable by the11

seller or transferor at time of sale. The county auditor shall not12

accept an instrument of conveyance of classified forest land for filing13

or recording unless the new owner has signed the notice of continuance14

or the compensating tax has been paid. The seller, transferor, or new15

owner may appeal the new assessed valuation calculated under subsection16

(7) of this section to the county board of equalization. Jurisdiction17

is hereby conferred on the county board of equalization to hear these18

appeals.19

The assessor shall remove classification pursuant to subsections20

affected, and upon occurrence of subsection (c) shall apply only to the25

actual area of land no longer primarily devoted to and used for growing26

and harvesting timber: PROVIDED, That any remaining classified forest27

land meets necessary definitions of forest land pursuant to RCW28

84.33.100 as now or hereafter amended.29
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(6) Within thirty days after such removal of classification as1

forest land, the assessor shall notify the owner in writing setting2

forth the reasons for such removal. The owner of such land shall3

thereupon have the right to apply for designation of such land as4

forest land pursuant to subsection (4) of this section or RCW5

84.33.130. The seller, transferor, or owner may appeal such removal to6

the county board of equalization.7

(7) Unless the owner successfully applies for designation of such8

land or unless the removal is reversed on appeal, notation of removal9

from classification shall immediately be made upon the assessment and10

tax rolls, and commencing on January 1 of the year following the year11

in which the assessor made such notation, such land shall be assessed12

on the same basis as real property is assessed generally in that13

county. Except as provided in subsections (5)(e) and (9) of this14

section and unless the assessor shall not have mailed notice of15

classification pursuant to subsection (3) of this section, a16

compensating tax shall be imposed which shall be due and payable to the17

county treasurer thirty days after the owner is notified of the amount18

of the compensating tax.

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(8) Compensating tax, together with applicable interest thereon,1

shall become a lien on such land which shall attach at the time such2

land is removed from classification as forest land and shall have3

priority to and shall be fully paid and satisfied before any4

recognizance, mortgage, judgment, debt, obligation or responsibility to5

or with which such land may become charged or liable. Such lien may be6

foreclosed upon expiration of the same period after delinquency and in7

the same manner provided by law for foreclosure of liens for delinquent8

real property taxes as provided in RCW 84.64.050. Any compensating tax9

unpaid on its due date shall thereupon become delinquent. From the10

date of delinquency until paid, interest shall be charged at the same11

rate applied by law to delinquent ad valorem property taxes.12

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PROVIDED, That at such time as the land is not used for the purposes1

enumerated, the compensating tax specified in subsection (7) of this2

section shall be imposed upon the current owner.3

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84.34.340 when such land is withdrawn or removed from its current use1

classification as farm and agricultural land.2

NEW SECTION. Sec. 19. A new section is added to chapter 84.34 RCW3

to read as follows:4

There is created an advisory committee to assist the department of5

revenue in recommending changes to the rules implementing this chapter.6

The committee shall have twelve members. Four shall be assessors,7

selected by assessors. Two assessors shall reside east of the crest of8

the Cascade mountains. The remaining members shall be appointed by the9

department. Two shall represent natural resource protection10

organizations. Two shall represent the public. Four shall represent11

a cross-section of the agricultural and forestry community. Two12

community members shall reside east of the crest of the Cascade13

mountains. The term of appointment for the community members, the14

natural resource protection organization members, and the public15

members shall be four years.16

The committee shall meet at least annually, and at such other times17

as it deems necessary, to recommend adoption of new or amended18

administrative rules and other changes as it finds appropriate.19

NEW SECTION. Sec. 20. A new section is added to chapter 84.34 RCW20

to read as follows:21

An application for current use classification under RCW22

84.34.020(3) shall be made to the county legislative authority.23

(1) The application shall be made upon forms prepared by the24

department of revenue and supplied by the granting authority and shall25

include the following:26

(a) A legal description of, or assessor’s parcel numbers for, all27

land the applicant desires to be classified as timber land;28
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(b) The date or dates of acquisition of the land;1

(c) A brief description of the timber on the land, or if the timber2

has been harvested, the owner’s plan for restocking;3

(d) Whether there is a forest management plan for the land;4

(e) If so, the nature and extent of implementation of the plan;5

(f) Whether the land is used for grazing;6

(g) Whether the land has been subdivided or a plat filed with7

respect to the land;8

(h) Whether the land and the applicant are in compliance with the9

restocking, forest management, fire protection, insect and disease10

control, weed control, and forest debris provisions of Title 76 RCW or11

applicable rules under Title 76 RCW;12

(i) Whether the land is subject to forest fire protection13

assessments pursuant to RCW 76.04.610;14

(j) Whether the land is subject to a lease, option, or other right15

that permits it to be used for a purpose other than growing and16

harvesting timber;17

(k) A summary of the past experience and activity of the applicant18

in growing and harvesting timber;19

(l) A summary of current and continuing activity of the applicant20

in growing and harvesting timber;21

(m) A statement that the applicant is aware of the potential tax22

liability involved when the land ceases to be classified as timber23

land.24

(2) An application made for classification of land under RCW25

84.34.020(3) shall be acted upon after a public hearing and after26

notice of the hearing is given by one publication in a newspaper of27

general circulation in the area at least ten days before the hearing.28

Application for classification of land in an incorporated area shall be29

acted upon by a granting authority composed of three members of the30
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county legislative body and three members of the city legislative body1

in which the land is located.2

(3) The granting authority shall act upon the application with due3

regard to all relevant evidence and without any one or more items of4

evidence necessarily being determinative, except that the application5

may be denied for one of the following reasons, without regard to other6

items:7

(a) The land does not contain a stand of timber as defined in8

chapter 76.09 RCW and applicable rules, except this reason shall not9

alone be sufficient to deny the application (i) if the land has been10

recently harvested or supports a growth of brush or noncommercial type11

timber, and the application includes a plan for restocking within three12

years or the longer period necessitated by unavailability of seed or13

seedings, or (ii) if only isolated areas within the land do not meet14

minimum standards due to rock outcroppings, swamps, unproductive soil,15

or other natural conditions;16

(b) The applicant, with respect to the land, has failed to comply17

with a final administrative or judicial order with respect to a18

violation of the restocking, forest management, fire protection, insect19

and disease control, weed control, and forest debris provisions of20

Title 76 RCW or applicable rules under Title 76 RCW;21

(c) The land abuts a body of salt water and lies between the line22

of ordinary high tide and a line paralleling the ordinary high tide23

line and two hundred feet horizontally landward from the high tide24

line.25

The granting authority may approve the application with respect to26

only part of the land that is described in the application, and if any27

part of the application is denied, the applicant may withdraw the28

entire application. The granting authority, in approving in part or29
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whole an application for land classified pursuant to RCW 84.34.020(3),1

may also require that certain conditions be met.2

Granting or denial of an application for current use classification3

is a legislative determination and shall be reviewable only for4

arbitrary and capricious actions. The granting authority may not5

require the granting of easements for land classified pursuant to RCW6

84.34.020(3).7

The granting authority shall approve or disapprove an application8

made under this section within six months following the date the9

application is received.10

NEW SECTION. Sec. 21. A new section is added to chapter 84.34 RCW11

to read as follows:12

If approval of an application for classification or13

reclassification under RCW 84.34.020 (1), (2), or (3) results in the14

incorrect classification of a parcel of land the assessor may place the15

property in the correct classification. Such a correction shall not be16

considered a withdrawal or removal and is not subject to additional tax17

under RCW 84.34.108. The assessor will notify the landowner of any18

correction of classification.19

This section expires on December 31, 1995.20

NEW SECTION. Sec. 22. This act shall take effect January 1,21
