WHEREAS, As citizens of this great nation, we are mindful of our12

responsibilities and motivated to perpetuate the love of liberty;13

NOW, THEREFORE, Your Memorialists respectfully urge each school14

district to instruct all students in the meaning and history of the15

Constitution of the United States, the Bill of Rights, and the16

Federalist papers, so that students of public schools of the state of17

Washington may fully understand the nature of liberty and may fully18

appreciate their rich heritage as United States citizens; and19
