WHEREAS, There are no nation-wide standards regarding the safe14

operation of recreational vehicles;15
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NOW, THEREFORE, Your Memorialists respectfully pray that the United1

States Department of Transportation be directed to conduct a review of2

the impact on highway safety regarding the use of recreational vehicles3

and propose standards regarding the safe operation of recreational4

vehicles.5
