Pacific, ((threep)—twe __ ; Pend Oreille, two; Pierce, eight; San Juan,
one; Skagit, three; Skamania, one; Snohomish, eight; Spokane, eight;
Stevens, two; Thurston, one; Wahkiakum, one; Walla Walla, three;
Whatcom, two; Whitman, two; Yakima, six: PROVIDED, That this number
