HB 1174 - DIGEST

(SUBSTITUTED FOR - SEE 1ST SUB)

Allows a school bus driver who observes a violation of RCW
46.61.370 to prepare a written report and deliver the report to a
law enforcement official within seventy-two hours of the violation.

Provides for a pilot program to test the feasibility of using
video cameras to identify motorists and vehicles that illegally
pass school buses.

Makes an appropriation of forty-five thousand dollars to carry
out the purposes of the act.
