WHEREAS, Taxpayers of the state of Washington would realize13

substantial reductions in federal tax burdens if they could deduct14

retail sales taxes; and15

WHEREAS, Congress is in the process of considering several16

proposals for reducing federal revenues; and17

WHEREAS, Congress could easily relieve the burden on taxpayers of18

the state of Washington by restoring the full retail sales tax19

deduction;20
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NOW, THEREFORE, Your Memorialists respectfully pray that the United1

States Congress restore the deduction of retail sales tax under the2

federal income tax.3
