document can be completed within the biennium for less than the amount9

appropriated in this act.10

For the purposes of this section, the legislature intends that11

each project be defined as proposed to the legislature in the12

governor’s budget document, unless it clearly appears from the13

legislative history that the legislature intended to define the scope14

of a project in a different way.15

A report of any transfer effected under this section except16

emergency projects or any transfer under $250,000 shall be filed with17

the legislative fiscal committees of the senate and house of18

representatives by the office of financial management at least thirty19

days before the date the transfer is effected. The office of financial20

management shall report all emergency or smaller transfers within21

thirty days from the date of transfer.22

NEW SECTION. Sec. 712. To ensure that major construction23

projects are carried out in accordance with legislative and executive24

intent, appropriations in this act referencing this section or in25

excess of $5,000,000 shall not be expended until the office of26

financial management has reviewed and approved the agency’s predesign27

and other documents and approved an allotment for the project. The28

predesign document shall include but not be limited to program, site,29

and cost analysis in accordance with the predesign manual adopted by30

the office of financial management. To improve monitoring of major31

construction projects, progress reports shall be submitted by the32

agency administering the project to the office of financial management33

and to the fiscal committees of the house and senate. Reports will be34

submitted on July 1 and December 31 each year in a format to be35

developed by the office of financial management.36
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NEW SECTION. Sec. 713. Allotments for appropriations shall be1

provided in accordance with the capital project review requirements2

adopted by the office of financial management. The office of financial3

management shall notify the house of representatives capital budget4

committee and the senate ways and means committee of allotment releases5

based on review by the office of financial management. No expenditure6

may be incurred or obligation entered into for appropriations referring7

to this section until the allotment of the funds to be expended has8

been approved by the office of financial management. Projects that9

will be employing alternative public works construction procedures,10

under chapter 39.10 RCW, are subject to the allotment procedures11

defined in this section and RCW 43.88.110. Contracts shall not be12

executed that call for expenditures in excess of the approved13

allotment, and the total amount shown in such contracts for the cost of14

future work that has not been appropriated shall not exceed the amount15

identified for such work in the level of funding approved by the office16

of financial management at the completion of predesign.17

NEW SECTION. Sec. 714. Appropriations for design and18

construction of facilities on higher education branch campuses shall be19

expended only after funds are allotted to institutions of higher20

education on the basis of: (1) Comparable unit cost standards, as21

determined by the office of financial management in consultation with22

the higher education coordinating board; (2) costs consistent with23

other higher education teaching facilities in the state; and (3)24

student full-time equivalent enrollment levels as established by the25

office of financial management in consultation with the higher26

education coordinating board.27

NEW SECTION. Sec. 715. State agencies receiving appropriations28

from this act and from Senate Bill No. 5562 or Senate Bill No. 609129

(transportation budget) for land acquisition and environmental30

mitigation activities shall, to the extent feasible, coordinate those31

acquisitions and mitigation activities. When cost-effective and32

ecologically beneficial, the acquisition and development of33

environmental mitigation sites and activities, including but not34

limited to wetland banks and advance mitigation, should be provided in35

a manner that benefits both the department of transportation sites and36

activities and other agency sites and activities. The coordination of37
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environmental mitigation shall also take into consideration the1

acquisitions and activities of local watershed groups. The2

coordination of environmental mitigation sites and activities is3

intended to improve ecological benefits gained from state expenditures,4

provide greater emphasis on shared natural resource management, and5

increase mitigation credit opportunities for the department of6

transportation. The activities of this section shall be carried out in7

a manner consistent with recommendations developed by a work group8

consisting of state agencies with substantial environmental mitigation9

related responsibilities. The office of financial management shall10

report to the fiscal committees of the senate and house of11

representatives and to the legislative transportation committee by12

December 1, 1998, on the results of the coordination of these13

environmental mitigation activities and make recommendations to further14

improve the coordination among state agencies to achieve better cost-15

efficiencies and ecological benefits.16

NEW SECTION. Sec. 716. No moneys in this act shall be used to17

develop facilities for juvenile offenders at Rainier school.18

NEW SECTION. Sec. 717. When authority has been delegated to a19

local health district or county to administer and enforce the well20

tagging, sealing, and decommissioning portions of the water well21

construction program, the department of ecology shall provide to the22

local health district or county 75 percent of the fee revenue generated23

from well construction fees for wells constructed in the delegated24

county.25

Sec. 718. RCW 43.98A.040 and 1990 1st ex.s. c 14 s 5 are each26

amended to read as follows:27

(1) Moneys appropriated for this chapter to the habitat28

conservation account shall be distributed in the following way:29

(a) Not less than thirty-five percent for the acquisition and30

development of critical habitat;31

(b) Not less than twenty percent for the acquisition and32

development of natural areas;33

(c) Not less than fifteen percent for the acquisition and34

development of urban wildlife habitat; and35
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(d) The remaining amount shall be considered unallocated and shall1

be used by the committee to fund high priority acquisition and2

development needs for critical habitat, natural areas, and urban3

wildlife habitat. During the fiscal biennium ending June 30, 1999, the4

remaining amount may be allocated for matching grants for riparian zone5

habitat protection projects that implement watershed plans.6

(2) In distributing these funds, the committee retains discretion7

to meet the most pressing needs for critical habitat, natural areas,8

and urban wildlife habitat, and is not required to meet the percentages9

described in subsection (1) of this section in any one biennium.10

(3) Only state agencies may apply for acquisition and development11

funds for critical habitat and natural areas projects under subsection12

(1) (a), (b), and (d) of this section.13

(4) State and local agencies may apply for acquisition and14

development funds for urban wildlife habitat projects under subsection15

(1) (c) and (d) of this section.16

Sec. 719. RCW 43.98A.060 and 1990 1st ex.s. c 14 s 7 are each17

amended to read as follows:18

(1) The committee may adopt rules establishing acquisition19

policies and priorities for distributions from the habitat conservation20

account.21

(2) Moneys appropriated for this chapter may not be used by the22

committee to fund additional staff positions or other overhead23

expenses, or by a state, regional, or local agency to fund operation24

and maintenance of areas acquired under this chapter, except that the25

committee may use moneys appropriated for this chapter for the fiscal26

biennium ending June 30, 1999, for the administrative costs of27

implementing the pilot watershed plan implementation program and28

developing an inventory of publicly owned lands.29

(ii) Proximity to other wildlife habitat;21

(iii) Potential for public use; and22

(iv) Potential for use by special needs populations.23

(((6))) (7) Before October 1st of each even-numbered year, the24

committee shall recommend to the governor a prioritized list of state25

agency projects to be funded under RCW 43.98A.040(1) (a), (b), and (c).26

The governor may remove projects from the list recommended by the27

committee and shall submit this amended list in the capital budget28

request to the legislature. The list shall include, but not be limited29

to, a description of each project; and shall describe for each project30

any anticipated restrictions upon recreational activities allowed prior31

to the project.32

(((7))) (8) Before October 1st of each year, the committee shall33

recommend to the governor a prioritized list of all local projects to34

be funded under RCW 43.98A.040(1)(c). The governor may remove projects35

from the list recommended by the committee and shall submit this36

amended list in the capital budget request to the legislature. The37

list shall include, but not be limited to, a description of each38

project and any particular match requirement, and describe for each39
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project any anticipated restrictions upon recreational activities1

allowed prior to the project.2

Sec. 720. RCW 43.98A.070 and 1990 1st ex.s. c 14 s 8 are each3

amended to read as follows:4

(1) In determining which state parks proposals and local parks5

proposals to fund, the committee shall use existing policies and6

priorities.7

(2) Moneys appropriated for this chapter may not be used by the8

committee to fund additional staff or other overhead expenses, or by a9

state, regional, or local agency to fund operation and maintenance of10

areas acquired under this chapter, except that the committee may use11

moneys appropriated for this chapter for the fiscal biennium ending12

June 30, 1999, for the administrative costs of implementing the pilot13

watershed plan implementation program and developing an inventory of14

publicly owned lands.15

(3) Moneys appropriated for this chapter may be used for costs16

incidental to acquisition, including, but not limited to, surveying17

expenses, fencing, and signing.18

Sec. 721. RCW 43.160.070 and 1996 c 51 s 6 are each amended to25

read as follows:26

Public facilities financial assistance, when authorized by the27

board, is subject to the following conditions:28

(1) The moneys in the public facilities construction loan29

revolving fund shall be used solely to fulfill commitments arising from30

financial assistance authorized in this chapter or, during the 1989-9131

fiscal biennium, for economic development purposes as appropriated by32

the legislature. The total outstanding amount which the board shall33

dispense at any time pursuant to this section shall not exceed the34

moneys available from the fund. The total amount of outstanding35

financial assistance in Pierce, King, and Snohomish counties shall36

never exceed sixty percent of the total amount of outstanding financial37

assistance disbursed by the board.38
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(2) On contracts made for public facilities loans the board shall1

determine the interest rate which loans shall bear. The interest rate2

shall not exceed ten percent per annum. The board may provide3

reasonable terms and conditions for repayment for loans as the board4

determines. The loans shall not exceed twenty years in duration.5

(3) Repayments of loans made under the contracts for public6

facilities construction loans shall be paid into the public facilities7

construction loan revolving fund. Repayments of loans from moneys from8

the new appropriation from the public works assistance account for the9

fiscal biennium ending June 30, 1997, shall be paid into the public10

works assistance account.11

(4) When every feasible effort has been made to provide loans and12

loans are not possible, the board may provide grants upon finding that13

unique circumstances exist.14

NEW SECTION. Sec. 722. The department of information services15

shall act as lead agency in coordinating video telecommunications16

services for state agencies. As lead agency, the department shall17

develop standards and common specifications for leased and purchased18

telecommunications equipment and assist state agencies in developing a19

video telecommunications expenditure plan. No agency may spend any20

portion of any appropriation in this act for new video21

telecommunications equipment, new video telecommunications22

transmission, or new video telecommunications systems without first23

complying with chapter 43.105 RCW, including but not limited to RCW24

43.105.041(2), and without first submitting a video telecommunications25

equipment expenditure plan, in accordance with the policies of the26

department of information services, for review and assessment by the27

department of information services under RCW 43.105.052. Before any28

such expenditure by a public school, a video telecommunications29

expenditure plan shall be approved by the superintendent of public30

instruction.

The office of the superintendent of33

public instruction shall coordinate the use of the video34

telecommunications in public schools by providing educational35

information to local school districts and shall assist local school36

districts and educational service districts in telecommunications37

planning and curriculum development. Before any such expenditure by a38
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public institution of postsecondary education, a telecommunications1

expenditure plan shall be approved by the higher education coordinating2

board. The higher education coordinating board shall coordinate the3

use of video telecommunications for instruction and instructional4

support in postsecondary education, including the review and approval5

of instructional telecommunications course offerings.6

NEW SECTION. Sec. 723. If any provision of this act or its7

application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the8

remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other9

persons or circumstances is not affected.10

NEW SECTION. Sec. 724. This act is necessary for the immediate11

preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the12

state government and its existing public institutions, and takes effect13

immediately.14
