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Sec. 3. RCWA43.155. 060 and 1988 ¢ 93 s 2 are each anended to read
as follows:

In order to aid the financing of public works projects, the board
may:

(1) Make lowinterest or interest-free loans to | ocal governnents
from the public works assistance account or other funds and accounts
for the purpose of assisting |local governnments in financing public
wor ks projects. The board nay require such terns and conditions and
may charge such rates of interest onits |loans as it deens necessary or
convenient to carry out the purposes of this chapter. Money received
from | ocal governnments in repaynent of |oans made under this section
shall be paid into the public works assistance account for wuses
consistent wwth this chapter.

(2) Pledge noney in the public works assistance account, or noney
to be received by the public works assi stance account, to the repaynent
of all or a portion of the principal of or interest on obligations
i ssued by local governnents to finance public works projects. The
board shall not pledge any anmount greater than the sum of noney in the
public works assistance account plus noney to be received from the
paynent of the debt service on | oans nade fromthat account, nor shal
t he board pledge the faith and credit or the taxing power of the state
or any agency or subdivision thereof to the repaynment of obligations
i ssued by any | ocal governnent.

(3) Create such subaccounts in the public works assi stance account
as the board deens necessary to carry out the purposes of this chapter.

(4) Provide a nethod for the allocation of |oans and financing
guarantees and the provision of technical assistance under this
chapter.

The board shall ensure that at the beginning of each fiscal quarter

there is a sufficient cash balance in the public works assistance

account to cover the disbursenents anticipated during the gquarter.

Al'l 1 ocal public works projects aided in whole or in part under the
provisions of this chapter shall be put out for conpetitive bids
except for energency public works under RCW 43. 155.065 for which the
recipient jurisdiction shall conply with this requirenent to the extent
feasi bl e and practicabl e. The conpetitive bids called for shall be
adm nistered in the sanme manner as all other public works projects put
out for conpetitive bidding by the |ocal governnental entity aided
under this chapter
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NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 4. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
i mredi ately."
