Background: All states are mandated by federal law to operate a long-term care
ombudsman program. The program is required to offer two primary services: (1)
direct, individual advocacy services, which should be accessible, available, and meet
the needs of residents of long-term care facilities; and (2) systematic advocacy
services. In compliance with this federal mandate the Washington State Department
of Community, Trade and Economic Development is designated in state law to be
responsible for contracting for, and monitoring the performance of, the state Long-
term Care Ombudsman Program.

Current law does not specifically direct the Department of Community Trade, and
Economic Development to develop rules for guiding the state Long-term Care
Ombudsman Program.

Summary of Bill: The Department of Community, Trade and Economic
Development is required to adopt rules for the state Long-term Care Ombudsman
Program. An emergency is declared.
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Appropriation: None.

Fiscal Note: Requested on February 19, 1997.

Effective Date: The bill contains an emergency clause and takes effect immediately.
