1. Statecapitol campus.

The DepartmentofGeneral Administration has custodyand control overthecapitol
buildings and groundsan supervises theproper care, heating, lighting, and repair of
thebuildings.

The StateCapitol Committeeconsists oftheGovernor(ora designee), Lieutenant
Governor, and commissioner orPublic Lands. The StateCapital Committeeis
authorized toerect buildings and make improvements on thecapital grounds.

The Capitol Campus DesignAdvisory Committeeiscomposed ofeight persons,
two members oftheHouse ofRepresentatives (onefromeachcaucus), two
members oftheSenate(onefromeachcaucus), and five appointees by the
Governor, two beingarchitects, one beinga landscape architect, and one beingan
urbanplanner. The Capitol Campus DesignAdvisory Committeeadvises theState
Capitol Committeeon thecapitol campus masterplan, design and siting of
facilities, and landscaping designs, including planting proposals, sculpture, and
monuments.

2. WorldWar II memorial.

Legislation was enactedin1995 appropriating $50,000 totheDepartmentof
VeteranAffairs forthepurposeoferecting a monument on thestate capitol
campus honoring persons who servedinWorldWar II.An advisory groupwas
created tomake recommendations tothedepartment on thetype, size, and costof
thememorialand recommend a site on thestate capitol campus forthelocation of
thememorial.

The StateCapitol Committeerejected thesite recommended by this advisory
committeeand theCapitol Campus DesignAdvisory Committee, and chose
another site.

SUMMARY:



The Legislature pledges tofacilitate theerection ofa memorialon thestate capitol
campus tospecifically recognize men and women ofthis state who servedorwere
wounded, killed, ormissing inaction during WorldWar II.
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Itisdirected thatthecurrently approveddesign forthememorialbe sited on the
location selected by theWorldWar II Advisory Committeeand approvedand
recommended by theCapitol Campus DesignAdvisory Committee, which is
immediately southoftheColumbiaStreet and 11th Avenue axial on thewest
capitol campus.

The amount of$25,000 isappropriated forthefiscal yearendingJune 30, 1998,
fromthegeneral fundtotheDepartmentofVeterans Affairs tobe usedatthe
discretion ofthedirector withtheadvice oftheWorldWar II MemorialAdvisory
Committeetoaccomplish tasksassociated withtheconstruction ofthememorial.
