The taskforce iscomposed ofsevenmembers as follows: (1)Two members ofthe
Senate, one fromeachcaucuses, appointed by thePresident oftheSenate; (2)two
members oftheHouse ofRepresentatives, one fromeachofthecaucuses, appointed
by theSpeaker; (3) onemember appointed by theWashingtonNational Guard; (4) one
member appointed by theDepartmentofVeterans Affairs; and (5)one member to
represent thefederal military installations inthestate appointed by joint action ofthe
President oftheSenateand SpeakeroftheHouse ofRepresentatives.
