Portdistricts areauthorized forthepurposes ofacquisition, construction,
maintenance, operation, development, and regulation ofharbor, rail, air, ormotor
vehicle transfer and terminal facilities, as wellas forindustrial and commercial
development.

Lessthancounty-wide portdistricts were authorized by theLegislature in1992.
Any suchproposedportdistrict must have an assessed valueofatleast $75
million. Authorization forless thancounty-wide portdistricts issettoexpire on
July1,1997.

SUMMARY:

The expiration dateforthecreation ofless thancounty-wide portdistricts is
removed. Lessthancounty-wide portdistricts may continue tobe created after
thatdate.The amount oftheassessed valuerequired toproposea new less than
county-wide portdistrict isdoubledto$150 million.
