SUMMARY

Persons who reside on ornearanyinstitution ofhigher education areexemptfromthe
general prohibition on any personreserving any portion ofa highway,street, orroad
forthepurposes ofstopping, standing, orparking.

Counties, cities, and towns inwhichinstitutions ofhigher education arelocated must
establish boundaries withinwhich a homeowner may be grantedthe use of a
highway,street, orroadfortheexclusive use ofthelegal homeowner. The city or
countymust alsoprovide appropriate signage and enforcement measures.
