The countytreasurer isrequired todisburse fire protection district fundson warrants
issued by thecountyauditor on vouchersapprovedby theboardof fire protection
district commissioners. The countytreasurer submitsmonthlyreports identifying
receipts and disbursal ofdistrict fundstothefire protection district secretary.

Certain fire protection districts may adoptby resolution a policy toissue their own
warrants.The authorization isgranted onlyto fire protection districts withannual
operating budgetsofatleast $5 million peryearforthepreceding three years.

The
boardof fire protection district commissioners may issueone general certificate
authorizing thecountytreasurer topay all ofthewarrants identified inthecertificate.
