Background: Under current law a corporation may adopt various shareholder rights plans,
including "poison pill provisions' that help the board of directors in its efforts to delay or
foreclose hostile takeovers. The corporate law section of the Bar Association has suggested
that the current law needs to be amended to clarify possible conflicting statutes.
Summary of Bill: The statute allowing shareholder right plans is clarified to ensure that
boards of directors may utilize existing anti-takeover statutes to delay or foreclose hostile
takeovers of corporations.
