BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWH51.32.140 and 1971 ex.s. ¢ 289 s 45 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

Except as otherw se provided by treaty or this title, ((whenever
conpensatton—+s—payable)) the departnent or self-insurer, as the case
may be, shall pay to a beneficiary who is an alien not residing in the
United States((—there—shall—be—paid—fifty——percent—of)) the
conpensati on ( (heretn-otherwiseprovided)) to ((sueh)) which a resident

beneficiary is entitled under this title. But if a nonresident alien
beneficiary is a citizen of a governnment having a conpensation |aw
whi ch excludes citizens of the United States, either resident or
nonresi dent, from partaking of the benefit of such lawin as favorable
a degree as herein extended to nonresident aliens, he or she shal

recei ve no conpensation. No paynent shall be nmade to any beneficiary
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1 residing in any country with which the United States does not maintain
2 diplomatic relations when such paynent is due.
