BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW74.13.150 and 1990 ¢ 285 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

(1) The departnent of social and health services shall establish,
wi thin funds appropriated for the purpose, a reconsideration programto
provi de nmedi cal and counseling services through the adoption support
program for children of famlies who apply for services after the
adoption is final. Famlies requesting services through the program
shall provide any information requested by the departnment for the
pur pose of processing the famly’s application for services.

(2) Achild neeting the eligibility criteria for registration with
the programis one who:

(a) Was residing in _a preadoptive placenent or in foster care
funded by the departnent imrediately prior to the adoptive placenent;

(b) Had a physical or nental handi cap or enotional disturbance that
exi sted and was docunented prior to the adoption or was at high risk of
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future physical or nental handicap or enotional disturbance as a result
of conditions exposed to prior to the adoption; and

(c) Resides in the state of Washington with an adoptive parent who
| acks the necessary financial neans to care for the child s specia
need.

(3) If afamly is accepted for registration and neets the criteria
in subsection (2) of this section, the departnent may enter into an
agreenent for services. Prior to entering into an agreenment for
services through the program the nedical needs of the child nust be
revi ewed and approved by the depart nent ((-s—effiece—-of—personal—health
servi€es)).

(4) Any services provided pursuant to an agreenent between a famly
and the departnent shall be nmet fromthe departnent’s nedi cal program
Such services shall be limted to:

(a) Services provided after finalization of an agreenent between a
famly and the departnent pursuant to this section;

(b) Services not covered by the famly's insurance or other
avai |l abl e assi stance; and

(c) Servicesrelatedtothe eligible child s identified physical or
ment al handi cap or enotional disturbance that existed prior to the
adopt i on.

(5) Any paynent by the departnent for services provided pursuant to
an agreenent shall be nmade directly to the physician or provider of
services according to the departnent’s established procedures.

(6) The total costs payabl e by the departnent for services provided
pursuant to an agreenent shall not exceed twenty thousand dollars per
chi |l d.
