BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:3

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 64.06 RCW4

to read as follows:5

In a transaction for the sale of new residential real property, the6

seller shall deliver to the buyer a lien information statement, unless7

the buyer expressly waives the right to receive the statement, or8

unless the transfer is exempt under RCW 64.06.010. The seller shall9

deliver to the buyer the lien information statement by the fifth10

business day, or as otherwise agreed to, after mutual acceptance of a11

written agreement between the buyer and the seller for the purchase and12

sale of residential real property. Upon delivery, the seller shall13

verbally explain the lien information statement to the buyer, and both14

the buyer and seller shall date and sign the statement. The lien15

information statement is in addition to, and is a part of, the real16

property transfer disclosure form required under RCW 64.06.020. The17

lien information statement must be substantially in the following form18
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using bold, upper-case twelve-point type, underlined, where1

appropriate:2

INSTRUCTIONS TO THE BUYER:3
