AN ACT Relating to parent and education partnerships; creating a
new section; and providing an expiration date.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The legislature finds that there is a
need for a study concerning parents’ involvenent in the managenent of
their student’s education and its inpact on the academ c achi evenent
and seanl ess transition between K-12 and postsecondary opportunities in
the state.

(2) A parenting task force is established to study and nake
recommendati ons concerning parent and education partnerships in
educating children from K-12 through postsecondary opportunities. 1In
conducting this study, the task force shall review the parent and
education partnerships used in other states to increase academc
achi evenment and i ncrease use of postsecondary opportunities. The task
force shall consider the nature of parent involvenment in dissem nating
information that increases the use of academ c prograns, conmunity
support, and academ c counseling practices currently enployed in the
state of Washington. The task force shall evaluate and recommend
nodel s for i nproved hone and school conmuni cation, inproved support for
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the transition between secondary and postsecondary education, and the
trai ning of educational professionals in providing these services.

(3) The task force shall submt a final report with its findings
and recomendations to the house of representatives and senate higher
education commttees by Decenber 1, 1998. The task force shall
term nate Decenber 31, 1998.

(4) The task force shall consist of the foll ow ng:

(a) Two nenbers of the house of representatives, appointed by the
speaker of the house of representatives, fromat |east tw different
political caucuses;

(b) Two nenbers of the senate, appointed by the president of the
senate, fromat least two different political caucuses;

(c) Four nenbers who represent parents of school -age children, and
who are from geographically diverse areas of the state, appointed by
t he governor;

(d) Two nenbers who represent professionals in K-12 education, and
who are from geographically diverse parts of the state, appointed by
t he governor;

(e) One nenber who represents institutions of higher education
appoi nted by the governor;

(f) One nenber who represents business, appointed by the governor;
and

(g) One nenber who represents social service providers, appointed
by the governor.

(5) The nenbers of the task force shall select the chair or
cochairs of the task force.

(6) The state board for community and technical colleges and the
hi gher education coordinating board shall provide staff support as
required by the task force in devel oping the recomendati ons.

(7) This section expires January 1, 1999.
