BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCW 28B. 130. 020 and 1993 c 447 s 3 are each anended to
read as foll ows:

The governing board of an institution of higher education as
defined in RCW28B. 10. 016 and the joint center for higher education may
inpose either a voluntary or a mandatory transportation fee on
enpl oyees and on students at the institution. The transportation fee
shal | be used solely to fund transportati on demand nmanagenent prograns
t hat reduce the demand for canmpus and nei ghbor hood par ki ng, and pronote
alternatives to single-occupant vehicle driving. |If the board charges
a mandatory transportation fee to students, it shall charge a mandatory
transportation fee to enployees. The transportation fee for enpl oyees
may exceed, but shall not be | ower than the transportation fee charged
to students. The transportation fee for enpl oyees may be deducted from
t he enpl oyees’ paychecks. The transportation fee for students may be
i nposed annually, or each academic term For students attending
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community col | eges and techni cal col |l eges, the mandatory transportation
fee shall not exceed sixty percent of the maxinmumrate permtted for
services and activities fees at comunity coll eges, unless, through a
vote, a mpjority of students consent to increase the transportation
fee. For students attending four-year institutions of higher
education, the mandatory transportation fee shall not exceed thirty-
five percent of the maxinmumrate permtted for services and activities
fees at the institution unless, through a vote, a majority of students
consents to increase the transportation fee. The board may nmake a
limted nunber of exceptions to the fee based on a policy adopted by
t he board.

Sec. 2. RCWA43.01.236 and 1995 ¢ 215 s 5 are each anended to read
as follows:

Al institutions of higher education as defined under RCW
28B. 10.016 and the joint center for higher education are exenpt from
the requirenents under RCW ((43-04-225)) 43.01. 240.
