AN ACT Rel ating to the efficient use of general fund noneys; addi ng
new sections to chapter 43.79 RCW and neki ng appropriations.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 43.79 RCW
to read as foll ows:

(1) The savings incentive account is created in the custody of the
state treasurer. The account shall consist of all noneys appropriated
to the account by the I|egislature. The account is subject to the
al | ot ment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW but no appropriation is
required for expenditures fromthe account.

(2) Wthin the savings incentive account, the state treasurer may
create subaccounts to be credited with noneys attributable to
i ndi vidual state agencies, as determned by the office of financial
managenent in consultation wth the legislative fiscal commttees
Moneys deposited in the subaccounts nay be expended only on the
aut hori zation of the agency’'s executive head or designee and only for
the purpose of one-tine expenditures to inprove the quality,
efficiency, and effectiveness of services to custoners of the state,
such as one-tine expenditures for enployee training, enployee
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i ncentives, technol ogy i nprovenents, newwork processes, or performance
measurenent. Funds may not be expended fromthe account to establish
new prograns or services, expand existing progranms or services, or
i ncur ongoi ng costs that would require future expenditures.

(3) For purposes of this section, "incentive savings" neans state
general fund appropriations that are unspent as of June 30th of a
fiscal year, excluding any anounts included in across-the-board
reducti ons under RCW43. 88. 110 and excl udi ng unspent appropri ations for
(a) caseload and enrollnment in entitlenment prograns, (b) enrollnents in
state institutions of higher education, (c) a specific anobunt contai ned
in a condition or limtation to an appropriation in the biennial
appropriations act, if the agency did not achieve the purpose of the
conditionor limtation, (d) debt service on state obligations, and (e)
state retirenent systemobligations. The office of fiscal nmanagenent,
after consulting with the legislative fiscal conmttees, shall report
to the treasurer the anmount of savings incentives achieved.

(4) By Decenber 1, 1998, and each Decenber 1st thereafter, the
office of financial managenent shall submt a report to the fiscal
commttees of the legislature on the inplenentation of this section.
The report shall (a) evaluate the inpact of this section on agency
reversi ons and end-of-bi enni um expenditure patterns, and (b) item ze
agency expenditures fromthe savings recovery account.

NEW SECTION.. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 43.79 RCW
to read as foll ows:

The education savings account is created in the custody of the
state treasurer. The account shall consist of all noneys appropriated
to the account by the |egislature. The account is subject to the
al | ot ment procedures under chapter 43.88 RCW but no appropriation is
required for expenditures fromthe account.

Expendi tures fromthe account may be aut hori zed solely by the state
board of education and solely for (1) common school construction
projects that are eligible for funding from the comon schoo
construction account, and (2) technology inprovenents in the conmon
school s.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 3. The sumof seventy-five mllion dollars, or
so nuch thereof as may be available on June 30, 1997, fromthe total
anount of unspent fiscal year 1997 state general fund appropriations,
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is appropriated for the purposes of sections 1 and 2 of this act in the
manner provided in this section.

(1) O the total appropriated anmount, one-half of that portion that
is attributable to incentive savings under section 1 of this act, not
to exceed twenty-five mllion dollars, is appropriated to the savings
incentive account, for the purpose of inproving the quality,
efficiency, and effectiveness of agency services.

(2) The remainder of the total anmount, not to exceed seventy
mllion dollars, is appropriated to the education savings account for
t he purpose of commobn school construction projects.

(3) For purposes of this section, the total anpbunt of unspent state
general fund appropriations does not include the appropriations nmade in
this section or any anmounts included in across-the-board all otnent
reducti ons under RCW 43. 88. 110.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 4. The sumof seventy-five mllion dollars, or
so nuch thereof as nmay be available on June 30, 1998, fromthe total
anount of unspent fiscal year 1998 state general fund appropriations,
is appropriated for the purposes of sections 1 and 2 of this act in the
manner provided in this section.

(1) O the total appropriated anmount, one-half of that portion that
is attributable to incentive savings under section 1 of this act, not
to exceed twenty-five mllion dollars, is appropriated to the savings
incentive account, for the purpose of inproving the quality,
efficiency, and effectiveness of agency services.

(2) The remainder of the total anmount, not to exceed seventy
mllion dollars, is appropriated to the education savings account for
t he purpose of common school construction projects.

(3) For purposes of this section, the total anount of unspent state
general fund appropriations does not include the appropriations nmade in
this section or any anmounts included in across-the-board all otnent
reducti ons under RCW 43. 88. 110.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 5. The sumof seventy-five mllion dollars, or
so nuch thereof as may be available on June 30, 1999, from the total
anmount of unspent fiscal year 1999 state general fund appropriations,
is appropriated for the purposes of sections 1 and 2 of this act in the
manner provided in this section.
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(1) O the total appropriated anount, one-half of that portion that
is attributable to incentive savings under section 1 of this act, not
to exceed twenty-five mllion dollars, is appropriated to the savings
incentive account, for the purpose of inproving the quality,
efficiency, and effectiveness of agency services.

(2) The remainder of the total anmount, not to exceed seventy
mllion dollars, is appropriated to the education savings account for
t he purpose of common school construction projects.

(3) For purposes of this section, the total anpbunt of unspent state
general fund appropriations does not include the appropriations nmade in
this section or any anounts included in across-the-board all otnent
reducti ons under RCW 43. 88. 110.
