BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

Sec. 1. RCWB84. 38.120 and 1988 ¢ 222 s 13 are each anended to read
as follows:

After receipt of the notification fromthe county assessor of the
anmount of deferred special assessnents and/or real property taxes the
departnent shall certify to the state treasurer the anpunt due the
respective municipal corporations and the state treasurer shall ((pays
frem—arpunts—appropriated—for—that—purpese;)) distribute to the
treasurers of such municipal corporations said anmounts, equivalent to
t he anmount of special assessnents and/or real property taxes deferred,
to be distributed to the local inprovenment or taxing districts which
| evied the taxes so deferred: PROVIDED, That when taxes are deferred
as provided i n RCW( (84-64-030-6+)) 84.64.050, the ((departrent)) state
treasurer shall ((pay)) distribute to the treasurer of the county the
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anopunt equivalent to all taxes, foreclosure costs, interest, and
penalties accrued to the date the declaration to defer is filed.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the imedi ate
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of the
state governnment and its existing public institutions, and takes effect
July 1, 1997.
