BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEG SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

PART | - - NEW BOND AUTHORI ZATI ON

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 1. For the purpose of providing funds to
finance the projects described and aut hori zed by the | egislature in the
capital and operating appropriations acts for the 1997-99 fiscal
bi ennium and all costs incidental thereto, the state finance conmttee
is authorized to issue general obligation bonds of the state of
Washi ngton in the sumof nine hundred ninety-nine mllion three hundred
ten thousand dol | ars, or as nuch thereof as nmay be required, to finance
these projects and all costs incidental thereto. Bonds authorized in
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this section may be sold at such price as the state finance commttee
shall determne. No bonds authorized in this section may be offered
for sale without prior |egislative appropriation of the net proceeds of
the sale of the bonds.

NEW_SECTI O\. Sec. 2. The proceeds from the sale of the bonds
authorized in section 1 of this act shall be deposited in the state
bui I di ng construction account created by RCW 43.83.020. The proceeds
shall be transferred as foll ows:

(1) Eight hundred seventy-five mllion nine hundred twenty-nine
t housand one hundred twenty-two dollars toremaininthe state buil ding
construction account created by RCW 43. 83. 020;

(2) Twenty-five mllion dollars to the outdoor recreation account
created by RCW 43. 99. 060;

(3) Twenty-five mllion dollars to the habitat conservation account
created by RCW 43. 98A. 020;

(4) One mllion six hundred thousand dollars to the public safety
rei nbur sabl e bond account; and

(5) Forty-one mllion eight hundred thousand dollars to the higher
education construction account created by RCW 28B. 14D. 040.

These proceeds shall be used exclusively for the purposes specified
in this section and for the paynent of expenses incurred in the
i ssuance and sal e of the bonds i ssued for the purposes of this section,
and shall be adm ni stered by the office of financial managenent subj ect
to | egislative appropriation.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. (1) The general fund bonds subject to the
limt bond retirenment account shall be used for the paynent of the
principal of and interest on the bonds authorized in section 2 (1),
(2), and (3) of this act.

(2) The state finance commttee shall, on or before June 30th of
each year, certify to the state treasurer the anmount needed in the
ensuing twelve nonths to neet the bond retirement and interest
requi renents. On the date on which any interest or principal and
interest paynent is due, the state treasurer shall w thdraw from any
general state revenues received in the state treasury and deposit in
t he general fund bonds subject to the [imt bond retirenent account an
anount equal to the anount certified by the state finance conmttee to
be due on the paynent date.

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NEWSECTION. Sec. 4. (1) The rei nbursabl e bonds excluded fromthe
limt bond retirenent account shall be used for the paynent of the
princi pal of and interest on the bonds authorized in section 2 (4) and
(5) of this act.

(2) The state finance commttee shall, on or before June 30th of
each year, certify to the state treasurer the anmount needed in the
ensuing twelve nonths to neet the bond retirement and interest
requi renents on the bonds authorized in section 2 (4) and (5) of this
act .

(3) On each date on which any interest or principal and interest

to the state treasurer for deposit into the reinbursabl e bonds excl uded
from the |limt bond retirenment account the anmount conputed in
subsection (2) of this section for bonds issued for the purposes of
section 2(5) of this act.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. (1) Bonds issued under sections 1 through 4
of this act shall state that they are a general obligation of the state
of Washi ngton, shall pledge the full faith and credit of the state to
the paynment of the principal thereof and the interest thereon, and
shall contain an unconditional promse to pay the principal and
interest as the sane shall becone due.

(2) The owner and hol der of each of the bonds or the trustee for
the owner and holder of any of the bonds may by nandanmus or ot her
appropriate proceeding require the transfer and paynent of funds as
directed in this section.

NEWSECTION. Sec. 6. The legislature may provi de additi onal neans
for raising noneys for the paynent of the principal of and interest on
t he bonds authorized in section 1 of this act, and sections 3 and 4 of
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this act shall not be deened to provide an exclusive nethod for the
payment .

NEW SECTION. Sec. 7. The bonds authorized in section 1 of this
act shall be a legal investnent for all state funds or funds under
state control and for all funds of any other public body.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 8. For the purpose of furnishing funds for
state assistance to school districts in providing comon school plant

facilities and nodernization of existing comon school pl ant
facilities, and to provide for the state adm nistrative cost of such
projects, including costs of bond i ssuance and retirenent, salaries and
related costs of officials and enpl oyees of the state, costs of credit
enhancenent agreenents, and other expenses incidental to the
adm nistration of capital projects, the state finance conmttee is
aut hori zed to i ssue general obligation bonds of the state of Washi ngton
in the sumof thirty-six mllion eighty thousand dollars, or so nuch
thereof as may be required, to finance these projects and all costs
i nci dental thereto.

Bonds authorized in this section nay be sold in such manner, at
such tine or tinmes, in such anpbunts, and at such price as the state
finance commttee shall determne. No such bonds may be offered for
sale without prior |egislative appropriation of the net proceeds of the
sal e of the bonds. The state finance commttee may obtain i nsurance or
letters of credit and may authorize the execution and delivery of
agreenents, prom ssory notes, and other obligations for the purpose of
i nsuring the paynent or enhancing the marketability of bonds authorized
inthis section. Prom ssory notes or other obligations i ssued pursuant
to this section shall not constitute a debt or the contracting of
i ndebt edness under any constitutional or statutory indebtedness
limtation if their paynment is conditioned upon the failure of the
state to pay the principal of or interest on the bonds with respect to
whi ch the same rel ate.

NEW_SECTI O\ Sec. 9. The proceeds from the sale of the bonds
authorized in section 8 of this act shall be deposited in the conmon
school construction fund and shall be used exclusively for the purposes
specified in section 8 of this act and section 887, chapter 57, Laws of
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1983 1st ex. sess. and for the paynent of expenses incurred in the
i ssuance and sal e of the bonds.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 10. The proceeds fromthe sale of the bonds
deposi ted under section 9 of this act in the conmon school construction
fund shall be adm nistered by the state board of educati on.

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 11. The reinbursabl e bonds excluded fromthe
limt bond retirenent account shall be used for the paynent of the
princi pal of and interest on the bonds authorized in section 8 of this
act .

The state finance commttee shall, on or before June 30th of each
year, certify to the state treasurer the amount required for principal
and interest on such bonds in accordance with the provisions of the
bond proceedi ngs. On each date on which any interest or principal and
interest is due, the state treasurer shall cause an anmount equal to the
anount certified by the state finance conmttee to be transferred to
t he rei nbursabl e bonds excluded fromthe limt bond retirenent account
fromthat portion of the common school construction fund derived from
the interest on the permanent common school fund. The transfers from
the common school construction fund shall be subject to all pledges,
i ens, and encunbrances heretofore granted or created on the portion of
the fund derived frominterest on the permanent common school fund.
Any deficiency in such transfer shall be made up as soon as nobneys are
avail able for transfer and shall constitute a continuing obligation of
that portion of the common school construction fund derived fromthe
i nterest on the permanent common school fund until all deficiencies are
fully paid.

Bonds i ssued under section 8 of this act shall state that they are
a general obligation of the state of Washi ngton, shall pledge the ful
faith and credit of the state to the paynent of the principal thereof
and the interest thereon, and shall contain an unconditional prom se to
pay the principal and interest as the sane shall becone due.

The owner and hol der of each of the bonds or the trustee for the
owner and holder of any of the bonds may by mandanmus or ot her
appropriate proceeding require the transfer and paynent of funds as
directed in this section.

NEW SECTI O\ Sec. 12. The legislature may provide additiona
means for raising noneys for the paynent of the principal of and
interest on the bonds authorized in section 8 of this act shall not be
deened to provide an exclusive nmethod for the paynent.

NEW SECTI ON. Sec. 13. The bonds authorized for the purposes
identified in section 2 (4) and (5) of this act and in section 8 of
this act are exenpt from the statutory limtations of indebtedness
under RCW 39. 42. 060.

Sec. 14. RCW39.42.060 and 1993 ¢ 52 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

No bonds, notes, or other evidences of indebtedness for borrowed
nmoney shall be issued by the state which will cause the aggregate debt
contracted by the state to exceed that amount for which paynents of
principal and interest in any fiscal year would require the state to
expend nore than seven percent of the arithmetic nean of its general
state revenues, as defined in section 1(c) of Article VIII of the
Washi ngton state Constitution for the three imediately preceding
fiscal years as certified by the treasurer in accordance wth RCW
39. 42. 070. It shall be the duty of the state finance commttee to
conpute annual ly the amount required to pay principal of and interest
on outstandi ng debt. I n maki ng such conputation, the state finance
comm ttee shall include all borrowed noney represented by bonds, notes,
or other evidences of indebtedness which are secured by the full faith
and credit of the state or are required to be paid, directly or
indirectly, fromgeneral state revenues and which are incurred by the
state, any departnent, authority, public corporation or quasi public
corporation of the state, any state university or coll ege, or any ot her
public agency created by the state but not by counties, cities, towns,
school districts, or other municipal corporations, and shall include
debt incurred pursuant to section 3 of Article VIII of the Washi ngton
state Constitution, but shall exclude the foll ow ng:

(1) Obligations for the paynent of current expenses of state
gover nnent ;

(2) Indebtedness incurred pursuant to RCW 39.42.080 or 39.42.090;

(3) Principal of and interest on bond anticipation notes;

(4) Any indebtedness which has been refunded;

(5) Financing contracts entered into under chapter 39.94 RCW

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(6) Indebtedness authorized or incurred before July 1, 1993,
pursuant to statute which requires that the state treasury be
rei nbursed, in the amount of the principal of and the interest on such
i ndebt edness, fromnoney ot her than general state revenues or fromthe
speci al excise tax inposed pursuant to chapter 67.40 RCW

(7) Indebtedness authorized and incurred after July 1, 1993,
pursuant to statute that requires that the state treasury be
rei nbursed, in the amount of the principal of and the interest on such
i ndebt edness, from(a) noneys outside the state treasury, except hi gher
education operating fees, (b) higher education building fees, (c)
indirect costs recovered from federal grants and contracts, and (d)
fees and charges associated with hospitals operated or nmanaged by
institutions of higher education; ((and))

(8) Any agreenent, prom ssory note, or other instrunent entered
into by the state finance commttee under RCW 39.42.030 in connection
with its acquisition of bond insurance, letters of credit, or other
credit support instrunments for the purpose of guaranteeing the paynent
or enhancing the marketability, or both, of any state bonds, notes, or
ot her evidence of indebtedness; and

(9) Indebtedness incurred for the purposes identified in section 2
(4) and (5) of this act and under section 8 of this act.

To the extent necessary because of the constitutional or statutory
debt limtation, priorities wth respect to the issuance or
guar ant eei ng of bonds, notes, or other evidences of i ndebtedness by the
state shall be determ ned by the state finance commttee.

PART |1--BOND RETI REMENT FUND RECRGANI ZATI ON

NEW SECTION. Sec. 15. (1) The legislature declares that it is in
the best interest of the state and the owners and hol ders of the bonds
i ssued by the state and its political subdivisions that the accounts
used by the treasurer for debt service retirement are accurately
desi gnated and naned in statute.

(2) It is the intent of the legislature in this chapter and
sections 16 through 43, chapter . . ., Laws of 1997 (sections 16
through 43 of this act) to create and change the nanmes of funds and
accounts to acconplish the declaration under subsection (1) of this
section. The legislature does not intend to dimnish in any way the
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current obligations of the state or its political subdivisions or
dimnish in any way the rights of bond owners and hol ders.

Sec. 16. RCW28B. 56. 100 and 1972 ex.s. ¢ 133 s 10 are each anended
to read as foll ows:

The community col |l ege capital inprovenents bond redenption fund of
1972 is created in the state treasury. This fund shall be exclusively
devoted to the paynent of interest on and retirenent of the bonds
aut hori zed by this chapter. The state finance commttee shall, on or
before June 30 of each year, certify to the state treasurer the anount
needed in the ensuing twelve nonths to neet bond retirenent and
interest requirenents, and on July 1 of each year, the state treasurer
shal | deposit such anobunt in the community coll ege capital inprovenents
bond redenption fund of 1972 from noneys transmtted to the state
treasurer by the departnment of revenue and certified by the depart nent
of revenue to be retail sales tax collections.

The state higher education bond retirenment fund of 1988 is hereby
created in the state treasury, and shall be used for the paynent of
princi pal and interest on the coll ege savings bonds.

The state finance commttee shall, on or before June 30th of each
year, certify to the state treasurer the amount required for principal
and interest on such bonds in accordance with the provisions of the
